“The rural electrification pro-
gram commenced in 1954 has pro-
ceeded in a most satisfactory man-
ner. A full report of progress to
date will be presented for your con
sideration. Unfortunately the storm
damage of last month was so ex
tensive as to delay the early com:
mencement of the program antici-
pated for this year. It will be the
primary duty of the power utilities
to restore existing lines before
commencing any new construction.

GEOLOGICAL SURVEY

“The geological survey under-
taken during the summer of 195
by the Department of Mines and
Technical Surveys of the Govern
ment of Canada has proceeded
rapidly. Findings to date have been
so encouraging that the Imperial
0il Company obtained leases
of certain grid areas for explorat-
ory purposes. It is expected that
a team of experts will arrive here
shortly to do some ground magneto-
meter work.

““Within the past few months eer
tain public spirited citizens of our
province have been considering the
worthy project of establishing
parks as picnic and recreation
grounds for summer visitors and
local people. Legislation relating to
the establishment of provincial
parks will be presented for your
consideration.

“During the past year my Gov-
ernment has conducted the admin-
istration of the affairs of the pro-
vince with every ible economy
consistent with the efficiency of
public services.

This will include amend-
ments to The Plant Disease Eradi
cation Act, The Potato Productiod
Act, The Poultry and Poultry Pro
ducts Act, The School Act, The
Hospital Act The Marketing Act,
The Provincial Sanatorium Act and
The Time Uniformity Act. The ac
counts and reports of the various
departments of my Government
for the past year, the estimates for
the current year and & policy 1
assist towns and villages to pro
cure firefighting equipment will be
presented your consideration.
