BULLETINS FROM
BIRDLAND

Ve

When we look out of a window
and say that all the birds we see
are “Just Sparrows”, what do we
actually mean? “Real”’ Sparrows
are Canadians by heredity, and
there are many different species:
Song, White-throated, White-
crowned, Chipping, Savannah,
and so on. But these little brown
birds which swarm through our
cities, and have even invaded our
small, northern towns and vill-
ages, are Europeans — Canadians
only by adoption — belong simp-
ly to one species, and are, believe
it or not, classified in bird books
under the heading “Weaver
Flinches.”

It 15 not to be wondered at that
these birds are called House Spar-
rows. Preferring human company
(unusual for feathered folk), they
shun the country-side, and take
up lodging in any crack or cre-
vice that is avallable about our
houses; and, to the casual observ-
er, they look just like all the “real”

Sparrows. With bills of seed-eat-
ers, they eat almost anything:
grain, insects, or garbage, though

probably their taste turns mostly
towards weed seeds. Fortunately,
they are seldom destructive. What
we have principally against = them
are ‘their untidy habits and their
bossy ways, driving off our native
song birds. It is sad to lose Mar-
tins, Tree Swallows, Bluebirds
and House Wrens because these
noisy, pushing little birds are
grabbing their homes.

The reason for the name “Eng-
lish” Sparrow, which is in com-
mon use, goes back to thé date
1851, when eight palirs were
brought from England to Boston
by the Brooklyn Institute, to help
check a plague of worms which
were spoiling park trees. Oddly
enough, they did not survive. How-
ever, the next year $200 was col-
lected, and one hundred more
were imported. There wag no doubt
about this lot: they nof only sur-
vived, but multiplied so fast that
by 1889 the United States govern-
ment realized that a mistake had
been made. Man spoils the bal-
ance of nature when he meddles
in these matters.

By 1870, the House Sparrows
had reached south eastern Can-
ada; by 1889 “the outlying muni-
cipalities * (of Montreal) were of-
fering a reward of ten cents a
dozen”. Before long they had sent
scouts north, and west. Even Van-
couver has its supply. Perhaps
statistics do not tell everything,
but a report  of the Christmas
bird census for 1948, which ap-
peared in the “Canadian Field-
Naturalist”, gives us a good idea
of the House Sparrows’ spread. On
December 19, Torontonian bird
watchers counted 68 species, and
12,130 individuals. Of these, 2,876
were House Sparrows.

Criticism Of
Alberta Move

MCNTRBAL, Nov. 25—Reaction
to the proposed Alberta legislation,
{c take away the licensing rights of
professional associations in that
province was immediate and un-
favorable in Montreal. Spokesmen
for the medical and legal profes-
sions said that such a plan would
“never be acceptable in this prov-
ince.”

The Alberta plan was announced
Saturday by Provincial Secretary
C.E. Gerhart, whose department
handles the issuing of other licen-
ces. The legislation is to be intro-
duced at the next session of the
provincial Legislature, probably next
February. It would be the {first such
legislation in Canada, and is ex-

pected to take effect early in next
year.

At present law and medical as-
soclations admit and reject mem-
bers and license them to practice.
The Alberta Government's view is
that it had delegated the-licensing
power, and was now intending to
take that power back again.

Professionals who would be cov-
ered by the plan include doctors,
lawyers, dentists, druggists, charter-
ed accountants, nurses, chiropract-
ors, naturopaths, chiropodists, en-
gineers and vetinarians,

“I am 100 per cent against such
a plan,” Dr. Jean Paquin, registrar
of the College of Physiclans and

‘Surgeons of the Province of Que-

bec, said here last night.
“Professionals in other countries
where similar measures exist are
very much against them. If such
a plan came into effect in Quebec,
it would be ridiculous because it
would be against the principles” of
liberty, would - influence the free

exercise of medicine, and would
help to slow down the general pro«
gress of medicine.”

Dr. Paquin said for these reaso:
and a host of others, Quebec woul
never adopt such a plan.

“In any case. I sincerely hope it
won't,” he added.

The Batonnier of the Quebec Bas
and the Montreal Bar, Hon. Edou«
ard Asselin, though somewhat less
outspoken, said the plan “would
work against all conceptions of proe
fessional organizations in the prove
ince.”

“Such a plan would not be eas
ily adaptable in Quebec,” said Mr,
Asselin, “owing to the particular
conditions existing in our prove
ince.”

In Toronto, the chairman of the
executive committee of the Can-
adlan Medical Association, Dr,
Harrls McPhedran, said he knew
that the medical profession would
be opposed to ‘“politicans assuming
the power of issuing licences.”,
