ation of railways, R. Hayes, vice-
president and general manager of
the Atlantic Region of the Cana-

dian National Railways has declar-

ed. ;

He sald that dieselization way
undoubtedly the greatest singie
factor in reduction of cost of oper-
ation and improvement in. services,
The diesel-electric locomotive, he
said, although in use  for moye
than 25 years, has only now come
oluoduoeorhlnzeosuotoper.
ation, the same as with many
other modern machines.

He explained that a five-year
programme was adopted by the
rallway in 1051 so that dieselization
would take place gradually to bring
about the least displacement of
labour and to permit a progressive
change-over of fueling facilitieg
and an educational programme for
train crews and shop employees.
Among the advantages of a diesel-

‘electric locomotive, he sald, is that

it needs fewer inspections re-
pair crews, replacements onl.:iy be
made far quicker than with steam
locomotives and . fuel costs are
from one-half to ome-third of the
formeér cost of coal. “When add
up all the comparative costs of
diesel versus steam power,” said
Mr. Hayes, “We find an average
saving in operating costs of ap-
proximately 45 cents for every
thousand gross ton miles of freight,

locomotives, he said further, wers
particularly well suited to freight
service because of the much higher
tractive effort than steam engines
at low speed.

In the case of passenger service,
the “Ocean Limited” and “Scotian"
in operation between Halifax and
Montreal, have now been dieselized
and plans have already been made
to dieselize the “Continental Iim.
ited” between Montreal and Tor-
onto. It s expected that the
dleselization of the “Ocean Limited”
will lead to reduction by several
