The writer has received his copy

of the 1953 Year Book which is
the biggest publication ever tom-
piled in the history of harness
racing and will be mailed to more
than 10,000 US.T.A. members in
the United States and Canada. It
is volume 66 and runs to a record
1,454 pages, 219 more than the
previous high set a year ago. The
Year Book lists 22,874 races, a 159
cent increase over 1952 when
19,713 were contested. The races
break down into 32,042 individual
dashes with 13,1256 horses taking
part, which is 10 per cent up from
a year ago. Each 19563 starter,
according to statistics complled by
Walter Adamkosky, editor of the
Year Book, competed in an aver-
age of 133 races and 17.8 dashes.
The Year Book carries a summary
of every harness race contested in
1963, an index to every horse and
each start made, a compilatiom of
world's records, chronicles of all
major races and a total of money
winning eligibilities for every horse
with trotters and pacers tabled
separately, It took a staff of from
12 to 16 persons working a full
12 months to produce the volume.
The Year Book is provided freeof
charge to all U.8.T.A. members
and will be forwarded immediate-
ly on receipt of their application
for 1954 membership.

We notice where the Jerald
Bulkky Company after a great deal
of experimentation are now in
production of their new Glyder
Hub. This Hub, called the Jerald
2.00 Hub, is claimed by them te¢
have a much larger and far sup-
erior bearing to anything ever put
on by any turf vehicle manufact-
urer and they have incorporated
in it a double seal sald to be far
superior to others, They claim it
is ~lmost impossible for dirt and
walr to get into this Hub,

The writer became acquainted
with 8. E. Jerald, maker of the
Jerald sulky, Waterloo, Ohio, while
attending the Old Glory Sale in
November, 1913, The Jerald was
a newcomer on the market and
the proprietor was showing two of
them but it was difficult to get
much support from the trainers
and owners there as they had a
prejudice in favor of the older
types tnen on the market. The
writer bought one from Mr. Jerald
and it was of natural wood. We
raced in it for many years and
sold it and I believe it is still go-
ing strong. Later in the 1920's we
had them manufacture an espec-
ially strong bike that went through
a lot of wars, was in two complete
upsets, one with Dan Patchen at
Amherst and another with Quinla
at Halifax and came through un-
scathed Later we raced Heather-
bell 2.08% to it and when we sold
all our harness racing gear in 1940
willard Kelly bought it, raced
Anti-Aircraft, Jane Azoff, Millie
Kalmuck and many horses to it
‘and it was in action in New
Brunswick all last season...That's
a pretty good tribute to the Jer-
alds. \

Exhibitions against time are
raritles in harness racing today
but in an earlier day they had
tremendous crowd appeal and were
featured parts of racing programs.
Goldsmith Maid, that raced until
she was 20 years old, earned a
sum estimated at over $100,000
doing exhibition miles. Her suc-
cess in drawing crowds influenced
race track promoters to put on
similar contests against time with
succeeding trotters of high speed
and later pacers. It was after the
turn of the 20th century that Dan
Patch 1.56 took the spotlight. He
was ‘“circused” throughout the
United States and his owner, M
W. Savage of International Stock
Food fame, collected between
$750,000 and $1 million in profits.
Savage’'s method was simple. He
would learn what had been the
highest gate receipts for a meet-
ing in the previous years. He
would then guarantee the track
owner a larger sum for a Dan
Patch Day. Savage would plaster
the country-side with posters,
handbills and placards and every
barber shop and tavern would
have one hanging up. They would
announcé the date and place where
Dan Patch would make his next
appearance in an attack against
time, Omne of the Dan Patch Days
at Minnesota State Falf is said to
have brought the largest crowd
that was ever drawn together in
the mid-west on a single day.

The ajournment marathon —
the Harvey Moore Sanctuary
migratory bird case — is over, I
lost track of the ajournments,
somewhere around 12 or 14, but it
pretty near outdid the Jullus and
Ethel Rosenberg spy case. A news
item In connection with its con-
clusion: “Found technically guilty
without intent . .. ."is quite a gem
but is definitely misleading. There
is no such thing as ‘technically
gullty’! in plain English they were
‘Convicted as charged’ Intent is a
vord that has no place in game
law infractions, If the Prosecution
had to prove ‘guilty knowledge’
any Game Act or Migratory Bird
Regulation would be unenforce-
eble,

This ‘hunting within half-mile
of a baited area’ case has aroused
great Interest and many con-
tradictory stories have been going
the rounds regarding the why and
the wherefore, etc. Persecution,
not Prosecution, has been intimat-
ed, and I feel it is in the inter-
est of all concerned to present
a condensed summary of the Case
end let the readtrs of this column
figure things out for themselves.

Many  people, particularly 1n
Queens and Kings counties have
either seen or heard about the
Moore  Sanctuary at Milltown
Cross. Hundreds of geese and
ducks make their headquarters
there. As the two large Signs along
the highway that passes close by
indicate, no hunting is allowed
within a half-mile. Geese had been
in the habit of feeding each: morn-
ing In a stubble field within the
half-mile radius. One day about
7.00 a. m. Mr. Moore watched a
fiight of fifty odd geese leave the
Sanctuary. As they neared the
feeding ground the old gander In
charge of the flock suddenly vee:-
ed his charges off to the eastward
and the tooting of an artificial
goose-call told plainer then words
that hunters were afield.

Moore sprinted the 600 yards in
record time. Seven hunters and
30 goose decoys were rigged out
in the stubble all within the peri-
meter of signs. Five of the hunters
accepted his decree that it -was
unlawful to hunt in the area, Two
argued the point claiming the
signs didn't mean a thing and
they could shoot there if they felt
like it. The pot showed signs of
boiling over but an argeement
was reached and no prosecution
was to take place seeing no shots
had been fired and the birds not
frightened away. The Sanctuary
owner informed me of the occur-
rence in confidence and stated it

wasn’'t his wish that anyone be
brought to Court.
A week or so later T began to

hear reports regarding the Status
of the Sanctuary which is in real-
ity a ‘baited area’ being designated
as such in the regulations affords
iL a greater measure of protection
Some contended that Moore was
bluffing, he couldn't have pro-
secuted if he had wanted to, etc.
There was an alr of uncertainty
rrevailing as to whether or not
the ducks and geese could be ghot
at leaving the pond without fear
of prosecution. I sensed trouble
brewing and spoke to Mr, Moore
about {t.I told him that a certain
element outside the Immediate
area of his pond was probing for
a weak spot In his sanotuary set-
up and advised him to place the
seven names in a hat, draw one
out and hand it to me and let me
end the argument. The answer
was “No’ He didn't want any
friction in connection with his
wildlife projeot if he could help
it.
! e ¢ 0

The climax came shortly. In his
zeal to have the Status of the
‘baited area’ established one of
the defendants wrote to the Chiet
of the Wildlife Service, Ottawa. The
department concerned sent one of
their men down to Investizate the
‘complaint’ as they termed it. I
was Interviewed by this wildlife
officlal and the matter was mno
longer confidential. I figured the
quickest way to end controversy

Incidentally the
nmimimum fines under the Migra-
tory Bird Regulations is $10, hut
the amount of fine is beside the
peint. The aim of the Prosecutina
was to establish the status of the
baited area and thus assuring,the
hundreds of geese and ducks fre-
quenting this haven of refuge the
necessary protection.

I have no thought of disputing
defendants assertion they thought
they were outside the limit pre-
scribed by the Regulations. Evid-
ence submitted by Defence In-
dicates, however an aware-
ness they were crowding it
pretty close. So close I think it was
in order for them to have consult-
ed with Mr. Moore, before going
hunting, regarding possible harmn to
his wildlife project by shooting so
near the boundary.

Many hunters are under the er-
roneous impression our  wildlifs
was created especially for them
and the sport it represents, Otiiers
bave an interest in our birds and
animals. Thousands of men, wo-
meén and children who do noi
hunt, love to watch geese and
ducks and enjoy the grace and
beauty they répresent for hours at
a stretch. This groun a'so have
their rights and ressnt what they
consider an Interference with their
frivilege to enjoy wildlife in its
natural state.
