Jehovah Witness

OTTAWA (CP) —A ministgr of
the Jehovah Witness sect has filed
an appeal in the Supreme Court of
Canada against two Quebec court
judgments turning down his dam-
age action against three Quebec
provincial police officers. ~

The case dates back to Septem-
ber, 1949, when a Jehovah Witness
meeting conducted by Ezumire
Chaput in his home at Chapeau,
Que., was broken up by the three
officers. They seized Jehovah Wit~
ness literature and a Bible.

Chaput charged that the officers
had illegally trespassed into his
home and sued them for $5,000.
Judge J. A. Fortier of the Quebec
superior court dismissed the action
in 1950 and a later appeal was
rejected by the Quebec court of
appeals.

Glen How of Toronto, counsel for
Chaput, now has filed an appeal
against the lower court judgments.
Tt is expected that the appeal will
be heard next January or Féb-
ruary.
