Scott had done more for Idinburgh than
all her great wen put together.  Durns
has hardly left o trace of himselt in the
northern capital. During his residence
thers his spivit was soured, and he was
taught to drink whiskey punch—obliga-
tions which he repaid by addreessing
* LEding, Scotin’s darling seat,” in a copy
of his tamest verses, Scott discovered
that the city was beautiful—he sang its
praises over the world—and he has put
more coin into the pockets ot its inhabi-
tants than il he had established a branch
of manufacture of which they had a mon-
opoly.  Scott’s novels were o Edinburgh
what the tobaceo trade was to Glasgow
about the close of the lust century, Al-
though several lahorers were hefore him
in the field of the Border Ballids, he made
fashionable these wonderful stories of
liamor and pathos.  Assoon as ' The Lay
of the Last Minstrel” appenred, everybody
was raving about Melrose and Moounlight.,
lle wrote **‘T'he Lady of the Lake,” and
the next year a thousand tourists descend-
ed on the Trosachs, watching the sun set-
ting on Loch Latrine, and began to take
lessons on the bagpipe.  He improved the
[Tlighlands as much as Gen, Wade did
when he strack through them his military
roads.  Where his muse was one year, a
mail-conch and hotel were the neat.

iz poems are graded down into guide-
books, Never was an author so popular
as Scott, and never was popularity worn
so lightly and gracefully. In his own
heart he did not value it highly, and he
carcd more for his plantation in Abhots-
ford than for his poem and novels, Ile
would rather have been praised by Tom
Pardle than by any eritie. e was a
great, simple, sincere, warmbearted man,
He never turned agide from his tellows in
gloomy scorn; his lip never curled with
disdain, e never ground his teeth save
when in the agonies of toothache. e
liked society, his dogs, his domesties, his
trees, his historvieal nicknneks. At Abbots-
ford he would write a chapter of a novel
belore his guests were out ol bed, spend
the day with them, and then, at dinner,
Lis store of shrewd Scottish ancedotes,
brightened the table more than did the
champagne. When in Edinbugh, any one
might sce bhim in the streets or in the
Parlimment Iouse,  Io was loved by
every body, No one sa popular aniong
the southers of Selkirk as the Shirra.
George LV, on his visit to the northern
kKingdom, deelared that Scott was the man
he most wished to see. o was the deep-
est, simplost man ot his time, 1le sinks
| like Ben Craachan, shoulderafter shoulder,
slowly, till it base is twenty miles in givth,
Scotland isScott-land.  1To has proclaimed
over ull the world Seottish virtoe; and
has put money into pockets of Scottish
Lhotel-keepers, Scottish tailors, Scottish
!lm:nlluwn, and the dgivers of the Highland
mails,

THE HANDS,
is a member of the human
body that is quite indispensable, It is
almost the first member that an infant
notices or trics o use.  Irom the hour ot
birth until we die the hands are rarely
still, save in sleep.  Yet, with all this
fumiliavity with and constant use of them,
we meet people constantly who don’e
know what to do with their hands, To
suy nothing ol that wicked propensity for
wetting them into other people’s pockets
which so many display, resulting in
trouble to their owners, they are olten
sources of great embwrrassment,  We
have seen men whose hands were trained
to prodigics ol strength, or taught to per-
torim miracles of cuuning in - art, become
of w sudden at an utter loss what disposal
to make of their manual extrenities.
This embarrassn.ent seets to steal upon
them as soon us they enter any publie
assembly.  No matter how easy they may
have heen betore, as soon as they enter
room where they are subjected to the ob-
servation of their fellow mortals, particu-
lavly if therc are persons ol an opposito
sex present, their hands become us un-
familiar to them, apparently, as when their
infant eyes first tock cognizance of the
existence of such appendages.  They
would appear at greater ease il their arms
were amputated above the elbow.

Lookin at an evening party, for in-
stance ; you will see men endenvoring to
conecenl the facg that they have any hands
at all, by carrying them thrust deep in
their pockets or Leneath their coat tails,
Endeavoring to appear at ease, they look
as awkward as it is possible to imagine.
Others hook them on the armpits of their
vests by the thumb, as if to hang them up
ont of the way. Others devote them ex-
clusively to the work of jingling their
witteh chains or seils; others set them as
braces upon their hips to Lold their elbows
akimbo; others use them  simply  as
broshes for monstaches or  whiskers;

The Sunday morning aiv is as tranquil,
and in sumimer as redolent, as the poets
all say it was in Lden.  You can hear
mellow bells ealling one to another {rom
hill-top to hill-top, theie echoes teipping
across the intervening meadows as lightly
as Wicasy Avicl.  Men, women and chil-
dren, wre starched up in theie very cleanest
and best, An open waggon, stitlly sct vn
the old-faghion ** thorough-braces,” comes
s neal o a coupe, charotee, or barouchs
as vou can ordinarily discover.

After the country wagous begin to stiv
the dust on the roads, they do not stop o
let it settle again,  One tamily party clozo
behind 3 & white horse pulling up behind
i red one, and a lean beast chusing alter
a pot-bellied one ;. aloitering line of sturdy
young tellows, honest and Justy, whose
necks and hands have been taning all
the week in the hot corn-ficlds; now twa
maidenly young wowmen in bonnets to
muteh their years,—now a hobbling old
mun who is not able to keep a horse,
turning about all the while to let the
witzons pass him; givls ciowded in on the
back seats at the cost of much ol the starei
in their Sunday attire ; — these are the
sights that give a new fuee, on that day,
to the landseape.

Almost every country mecting-Louse
has a plot of green grass betore and sround
ity aud, occasionully, w few trees,—old
clins, or vigorous giowing maple.  Com-
mouly, too, & signpost,—ithe magnet for
kuots of men belore serviees open within,
whereon they attentively study the pro-
bate, town, and socicty’s proclamations,

As I look at such matters, nothing
sweoter, of purer, or more delicious to o
simple soul .un be conceived than the
unatfected singing of a country choir.
There is so little scientific fuss and pro-
fussional pulaverabout it.  And the melo-
dies come out so lull and clear,—a cre-
ation each by itseil, vising and falling in its
cadonees like the steady swell of the sea!
[ know lew things, for myself, more true
and hearty,  There stands the choval row,
male and female, heads ereet and wouths
opened wide, letting out souls and voices
together; the fiddle squeaking with excite-
ment to get the lead, and the hard-work.
ing ehorister, with quick eye thrown to
one side and the other, actually singing
down the whole!  As tor the melody it
solf,—so simple aud direet, so plaintive,
stirring, filling the house as with a floud
from floor to ceiling, and drilting out
through the open doors and windows into
the valhioing strect,~=it is enough to move
the nost worldly heart that éver tried to
mint itself iutm;umr-‘y. Oue hardly thinks
he eatchies sach suraphic sitaing agning
though he goes all the way hom New
Englaud to Rowe.
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
