When the pulse stirring notes of
flying geese float earthward there
is no mistaking the identity of the
birds, ?

In the old days befor¢ the eel
grass died out I have shot geese as
early a8 September 5th and have
seen them here in large flocks on
August 28. It's an encouraging sign
to see geese with the migratory
urge at this early date as it pre-
sages a south-ward movement more
in keeping with the late 1920's and
early thl}'tles. Many goose hunters
wijll regret to see bh; passing of
stubble shooting as water shooting
of geese is a rugged game.' Some
flocks will undoubtedly patronize
the grain fields for years to come
but the bulk of the birds are ex-
pected to revert. to their old habit
of feeding on the salt water eel
grass beds. The fare may be plainer
but its a lot safer.

Tt's -amazing what certain priv-
ate Individuals are doing to foster
and save wildlife, partioularly game
birds. A few ievenings ago I stop-
ped in at Harvey Moore's at Mul-
town Cross. Three years ago’ Mr,
Moore, who is an ardent hunter and
trapper, bullt a large damson his
property at Milltown Cross and be-
gan to feed and care for the ducks
and geese that visited this man
made home. No hunting of any
kind is allowed on the premisns. I
was requested to walt awhile and
see ‘a sight worth walting for’.

We sat on a grassy bank within
fifty vards of his house and, as
the afternoon faded into evening
black ducks began honking in over
the trees. and pitching into the
water without any preliminaries
They came in sincles, in pairs and
In flocks up to 17 until, as deep
dusk settled over the dam, over
200 ducks had arrtved and the
flooded alder fringes was literally
alive with birds.

They recognized the stranger in
thelr midst and the main body hov-
ered at long gup shot range.
