That Canada affords a large and remune-
rative market for United States coal is evi-
dent from the fact, that last year Ontario
purchased six hundred and forty-three
thousand tons of it—the first cost of which
was two million five hundred thousand dol-
lars--while Quebec purchased a hundred
and twenty-six thousand tons, the first cost
of which was five hundred and ten thousand
dollars-——so that these two Provinces alone
States nearly

purchased from the United
eight hundred thousand tons--for which |
they paid. at the rate of about four dollars

a ton, upwards of three millions of dollar
The profits of this trade—probably .J,mu
eight bundred thousand dollars—must be a
eritical li-lﬁiiit!!l United States coal owners
now stand. We do not wonder that they
look with alarm upon any proposal to ob-
struct the Canadian coal market by an impost

duty were hzposed the profits on their sales
to Canada would be reduced nearly a half ;
and, coming into competition with the coal
o? the Maritime Provinces, the sales of their
coal would certainly be curtailed,—while,
at the samme time, the profits on their sales
to the people of their own country would
also be reduced by reason of the increased
amonnt of coal they would have to dispose
of to the people of their own country. Nor
does it seem unreasonable that—as Conser-
vatives contend-—such a hindrance and loss,
as the proposed duty would undoubtedly
entail upon United States coal miners,
would very soon, with their consent, be re-
moved, by making the trade in coal reci-
procal between the two countries.

(2.) Reciprocity of trade in agricultural
products is only a little more important to
us than reciprocity of trade in coal. Reci-
precity is what we want. Recipr(witv we
can never reasonably expect to obtain while
the United States enjoys all the advantages
of free trade with us, and by theimposition of
such-duties as fifteen cents a bushel on po-
tatoes and oats—maintains 2 monopoly of
her own markets. If, therefore, we think
reciprocity worth obtaining, we must make
a material change 1 the conditions upon
whieh we trade with the United States. Go
on as we are, and we will never obtain reci-
procity. All the begging and praying we
have done, or ever will do; all the issions
we have sent or ever will send to Washing-
ton, will never—under present circum-
stances—obtain for us the advantages of
Reciprocal Free Trade. Something must
be done. And shall we be content to do
nothing ! Shall we forever pass by the
profitable markets which nature has given
us, and seek out-of-the-way corners of the
world for places in which to sell our surplus
produce? Shall we go all the way to
Australia and New Zealand, and other
equally distant parts of the world—to whieh
our good and wise Grit rulers direct our
attention—and make no eflort whatever to |
