Such boats are
rega by the Russinn Admrals as very useful
for the defence of Cromstadt, the works of which
are surronnded by groups of rocks which render
the approach very ditficult for sbips drawing wmueh
water.  The Governwent expects that these gun-
boats may be lnunched betore the Balticis frozen ;
and as the arsenal at Cronstadt is occupied with
other works, orders have been seut te a private
establishwent in Prussia for 200 guns capable ot
throwing shot of 100 pouuds weight to anm the
boars.

By maay persons it s thought that the Emperor
of the French is inclined to recoguise the Poles ns
belligerents, and not o tew think such a course
would be the signal of an opeu rupture between
France and Russia, and that the Cabinet uf St
Petersburg would be jostified i regarding i as a
declaration of war.
