Chromosomes are the ve-
hcles or means whereby one gen-
eration of Clydesdale horses give
hirth to another  generation of
(hdesdale horses; or Marquis
wheat when sown, produces a crop
of Marquis wheat, It has been
known for generations that the
crossing of unlike species, such as
the jackass and the mare, produc-
od the mule, which is sterile and
does not produce any offspring. In
a post graduate class in plant
breeding “at MacDonald College,
Vel Uhiversity, thirty years a-
20 we were told that: “Plant
hreeders could only make crossps
and trust to chance to get desir-
ed results”; and also that the pro-
geny of cross - breds species of
plants would be sterile and useless.

OVERCOMES STERILITY

The discovery that by the use
of the chemical colchicine, it is
?nnw possible to overcome the bar-

rier of sterility when two plants
of different species, such as wheat
and rye are crossed. This has op-
encd up a whole new field of re-
search for plant breeders. This
technique or method makes pos-
sible the rearrranging of plant
chromosomes, and factors that car-
ry. piant characteristics, so that
plant breeders oan build up plants
that never existed before. By us-
Ning this type of research or meth-
od. the plant breeders at the Uni-

versity of Manitoba are - | bl

ed technique has also produced a
seedless type of watermelon. This
same method has been used by re-
search scientists in Sweden to
produce a very promising wheat-
rye hybrid.

ORIGIN OF WHEAT

Investigators have traced the or-
igin of wheat back to a wild wheat
type [ grass, called Eincorn, that
| was found, as seed, in the tombs
lof the Egyptian Pharoahs. It is
now believed that a natural cross
occurred between Eincorn and a
wild grass that produced the first
durum-type_ of wheat: and that
centuries later this wheat was a
parent in a natural cross with |
goat grass to produce the first of
our bread-type wheat. |
