The bidding up to and including
North's five-heart responsg to the
Blackwood four notrump was exact-
ly the same as would be produced
by any reasonably competent part-
nership. The rest ot the auction,
however, was far more “delicate.”

It was South’s six-clubs bid and
North's intelligent reading of that
call which resulted in the wexcell-
ent grand-slam contract. Obvious-
ly, if South had been interested 1n

only a small slam, he simply would| "

have bid six hearts over North’s
five hearts; hence, his actual! six
clubs "could only be a sounding-
out of grand-slam possibilities, It
was incredible, in the light ot
Morth’s original pass, that South
could be hoping for four favorable
cenditions in  the North hand,
namely, good trump support, two
aces, and either the club king or a
singleton, and so (North reasoned)
South must be concerned about
third-round club control.

If North had held thre clubs he
would have bid only six hearts, bu’
with his hand exactly what 1t was,
he shrewdly went the limit.

South had no difticulty in the
play — he simply rutfed dummy’s
two small spade in his own hand,
and at no time did he incur any

serious risk.
