Our U, 8. cousins, secing their Pacifle
Railway progressing fuvorably, now tallk
of construeting i canal across the Isth uus
of Panama, to unite the Atlantic and Pa-
citie oceans,  The Boston Jowrnal devotes
aleader to the subject, Wa make a fow
quotations :—

The railway will suflice for passengers
and costly goods, which ean pay for dis-
pateh, but there is & vast eomimecree in oil,
coul, ivon, hides, flour, cheese, Lattor,
provisions, wheat, wool and wine, which
cannot bear a chavge of two to thres conts
per pound—the lowest freight we can an-
ticipate by rail between the two fronts ot
the nation.  These call for a union of' the
Lwo oceans by a canal, easily navigablo
for the largest class of elippers und steame
ships, and this demand becomes yearly
move urgent aad imperative, At the proe
sent momen: Caditornia is shipping to
Earop e u eargo of wheat more valuablo
than her yicld of gold, and sho does not
s yet cultivate one-sixth of her prolifis
suil. but may soon suspend her shipments,
at a moment when the European demand
is most urgent, beeause she cannot find
iransports lor a voyage of nineteen thou-
sand iles, avound a stormy cape.

~ The time required for this tedious and
aazardons voyage micht be  redacaod
seventy per ceut. if a direet route by the
canal were opened, and a chance given to
ile ghips on the Atlantic to go to her re-
tief,  Flour, wool and wine tollow elose
upon the wheels ot wheat, and will soon
requive a large flest of transports.  The
whale ships of our Avetie fishery eall for a
relurn route and eazier aceess to the fish-
ing ground; the shortost path from Euarope
and our whole Avlantic front and the Brit
iih Provinees to China, Japan, Manilla,
and the Spice Islands, Austealin have of-
fered  subsidics of $30,000 to establish
steam communication  betwoeen Panmna
and theie vspective colonies,

than Sonthern Enropo ecalls for a eanal
aeross the sandy deserts of Arabia,and the
eyes of Prance, England and A maerica have
been for years turned toward the Gualf of
Mexico and the Isthmus of Panama, Spain
his telt the importanee ot a connection,
but it has not been her mission to make
Sreat improvements,

Upon the Gulf of San AMigael i3 the
nerniticent harbor of Davien, at the mouth
of the Savana, It comprises two bays or
inlets, each ten miles long and three miles
wide, with a depth ot six to ten fathoms
and 4 narow entrance, which may enaily
be made impregnable by a fortress on
commanding iskand theeo miles in length.
