Had it been the misfortune
of your correspoudent to have rested at B ’s Hotel, 1do
not wonder at his expressing himself dissatisfied, for 1 know
of no place more calculated to make one feel a disappoint-
ment than B ’s, in Georgetown. His face presents a
reul personification of ill nature, and it certainly does not
belie him, for a more abusive, uncivil extortioner never
opened his door for the purpose of public accommodation.
For the protection of those who may hereafter be weary
travellers, 1 shall exhibit his behaviour to me. 1 left Char-
lottetown on Monday night, to take the Steamer the follow-

ing morning. After a very delightful drive, we reached
Georgetown about midnight, and seeing lights in B s
windows, knocked at his door. A very ugly old woman
popped out her grey head, uncovered, with a very dirty
short dudeen in her mouth, to enquire our business, pre-
senting any thing but a pleasing or hospitable appearance.
Afters great many questions, -we at length found we might
alight, and accorflingly We ‘entered the house, and ordered
supper ; and after waiting some hour or so, we sat down to
some very salt dried salmon (which had been borrowed from
the Pocahontas), .a few nearly raw eggs, and very brown
bread. Of this fare three of us partook, and were charged
for four, one shilling and eightpence each. We were told
that only one bed could be had, and this was in a small
room off the kitchen, and was a servant’s room, and as hum-
ble as it well could be. For this room we were charged
8s. 6d., for a few hours—not rest—for it was swarming with
flies, and close to the kitchen fire, and though 1 was very
much tired, 1 could not remain in it more than two hours,
and was glad to geton board to breakfast. Travellers would
do well to ask for any house but this, for he not only keeps
a poor house, but he is quarrelsome, and insolent in the bar-
gain, and his prices are exorbitant in the extreme. By giv-
ing this a place in your next, you will greatly oblige,
Yours, &ec.
