The government today estimated
362,000 persons were out of work
and looking for jobs at Jan. 22,
compared with the previous peak
of 318,000 in March of 1954.
At the same time, the labor de-
partment said 69,582 persons were
registered for work with its Na-
tional Employment Service at Jan.,
20. This was just under the March
peak of 569,898, and the figure has
since risen.
The January unemployment #i-
gures showed big jumps from
those of early December.

RISES BY HALF

The last previous bureau of sta-
tistics estimate of those actually
without work — at Dec. 11 —was
247,000, indicating a rise of almost
50 per cent in about six weeks.
The figure for late January of
1954 was 280,000.
The National Employment Serv-
ice total jumped by 206,904 be-
tween Dec. 9 and Jan. 20, rising
to 569,582 from 362,678 .In late
g(x)anuary of last year, it was 523,
8.
Informants state that since Jan.
20 the total has gone to around
600,000.
Despite the increase in the num-
ber out of work—which lies some-
where between the figures of the
two departments — the number
working showed little change from
January, 1954.

Raised

LONDON— (AP) The Bank of

England’s interest rate was raised|trl

today to check inflationary trends
in the nation’s economy and re-
stricted buying on the instalment
plan.

The restrictions on instalment
buying were designed to cut down
the pressure of home demand for
consumer goods.

R. A. Butler, chancellor of
exchequer, told the House of Com-
mons that Britain's financial posi-
tion is sound, but imports recently
have shown a tendency to run
ahead of exports.

“I am determined not to allow
an unhealthy position to develop
in which the very prosperity we
have enjoyed should have un-
healthy effects on our balance of
payments,” he said.

The bank rate was increased to
4% per cent. It had been raised
Jan. 27 from three per cent to 3'z.
