HALIFAX (CP) — Color, noise
and movement are being com-
bined for the opening April 2 of
the new $10,000,000 harbor bridge,
plans released Friday indicated.
When Mrs. Angus L. Macdon-
ald, widow of the late premier
for whom the bridge is named,
cuts the tape, two bands will
lead a procession across the
mile-long span while a squadron
of bombers zoom overhead and
warships, moving line astern,
pass underneath.

NEW YORK (CP) — General
Dynamics Corp. reported Friday
net earnings in 1954 totalled $20,-
795472, equal to $4.72 a share on
he basis of the two-for-one split
March 10.

The combined 1953 net income of
General Dynamics and the former
Consolidated Vultee Aircraft Corp.
which became Convair division of
General Dynamics in 1954, was
$13,193,866, exclusive of extraor-
dinary income. Combined share
earnings in 1953 were $3.72 in
1953.

John Jay Hopkins, chairman and
president, said directors approved
a $13,000,000 expansion program,
including $2,800,000 for the cor-
poration’s Canadian subsid-
iary, Canadair Limited of Mont-
real.

At Canadair more than $1,500,-
000 will be spent for new machin-
ery and equipment and another
$1,000,000 on new buildings.
Canadair, largest aircraft prod-
ucer in Canada, is producing a
maritime reconnaissance version
of the Bristol Britannia.

U. S. Lifts Ban
On Greek Classic

WASHINGTON (AP)—The post
office department reversed itself
Friday and said ‘it will deliver a
copy of ‘‘The Lysistrata,” 2,400-
year-old Greek classic, to a Bev-
erly Hills, Calif. bookseller. The
department had been holding up
the book as obscene.

The department’s solicitor, Abe
Mcgregor Goff, asked the federal
district court here to throw out a
suit designed to force the depart-
ment to deliver the book.

“The Lysistrata” by the Athen-
ian dramatist Aristophanes (about
411 B. C.) deals with a successful
campaign by the women of Greece
to end continuing warfare by de-
nying relationships with the war-
riors.

The post office said it was the
illustrations of this edition which
led to its ban. It said ‘Little Red
Riding Hood'’ could be rendered
unmailable if reprinted with illus-
tratit;ns of the same type.

Oat Payments To
Prairie Farmers

OTTAWA (CP)— Prairie farm-
ers. will get an interim mid-year
payment of seven cents a bushel
on oats deliveries to the Canadian
wheat board, Trade Minister Howe
announced Friday.

The extra payment will apply on
deliveries since the start of the
crop year Aug. 1, 1954,

Effective March 21, it will boost
the price oats farmers will get on
deliveries to the board to 72
cents a bushel for No. 2 CW grade
at the Lakehead and to 67 cents a
bushel for No. 1 CW.

Mr. Howe made the announce-
ment in the Commons.

Last Monday the government
announced an interim barley pay-
ment amounting to 10 cents a
bushel.
