The indications were strong that
West had the queen of diamonds,
There was first of all the fact that
West had opened the bidding and
had shown up with nothing but
spade strength. Also it didn’t seem
likely that East would have passed
the spade bid If he had the queen
of diamonds on top of the ace of
hearts he had already played.

The normal play “of the king of
diamonds, followed by a diamond
finesse, therefore seemed marked
to lose to West's queen. Rather
than do this, there appeared to be a
better chance to try to drop a dou-
bleton queen in West's hands-

Before proceeding with this pos-
sibility, though, South took three
rounds of clubs, ending in his hand.
When everybody followed, it hr’
came certain West could not have!
a doubleton diamond .

West could not have had more
than four clubs, nor more than five
spades. Since he had started with
exactly one heart, he must have
had at least three diamonds.

But where the plain finesse
is marked to lose, the backward
finesse hecomes obligatory.
