PASSCHENDAELE, Belgium, July
27—8urveying these heights which
overlook the p'ains in whose centre
stands the storied City of Ypres,
one who hag anticipatcd the sitht
of a terrain reminiscent of that
over which the Canadians fought
20 years ago experiences a feeling
of betrayal.

Bathed in the g'ow of mid-sum-
mer the Ypres Salient has little
resemblance to. the mud-clogged
country, its face rent and pitted
with trenchcs, mire craters and
shell holes, its woods nothing but
the stumps of trees blisted by fire,
its roads water-logzed paths over
which wound duck-boards—and ov-
er all the stench of dead and de-
composing bodies—with which they
were once acquainted.

The smiling fields, the neat cot-
tages and ‘arm-buildings, ths gen-
eral air of restoration contribute a
newness to the Salient which, put
for a few outstandinz fcatures,
make it all the unrecoghizable,

The Canadians who fought at
Pacschendaele will find it hard to
identify thoe:e places which at onc?
time loomed large in their mind.
Names remain. bui the landscape

Passchendaele was a pa‘h of sor-
row for Canadians, as it was for
the men of every unit in the Brit-
ish Empire The ceries of battles
through swamps and under con-
ditions that could rever have yield-
ed victory except at an erormcus
price, had been in progress for four
months when, in October, 1917, the
Canadians left their familiar haunts
around Lens to contribute their
share in this" Salient fighting,

Ecfore proceeding north they
had been told how the nature of
the war had changed, how trenches
no longer existed in those water-
logged valleys. * Defended ‘ocali-
ties” had becn established by the
Germans. These took the form of
enormous concrete struclurcs, so
sited that each could covir the
others. “Pill-boxes” the soldiers
called them. In operation the en-
emy empoyed them to protect
small parties from shelling. When
the barrages lifted, the garrsons
emerged with machine guns and '
bombs to me2t the assailantc.

There tactics were employed at
Passchendacle, and the casualties
