Using any standard bidding sys-
tem, South cannot find out about
North's second-round control of
clubs, and without that informa.
tion South is helpless.

For all South knows or can
find out, North might have two
low clubs and one diamond—no
four-notrump ¢onvention can re-
veal the true state of affairy.
Thus, the slam cannot possibly be
bid in safety through methods in
general use.
