the scarcity of water renders a retreat
across the steppes,” even withont the pre-
sence of an enemy, an operation of the ut-
most danger and difliculty.” To us there
appears to be a good deal of force in the
first two reasons assigned, and very little in
the last, regard to the hardships
which her soldicry may have to endure,
Russia is the last Power to bestow a thought
upon the subject.  She has shown hersell
ready (o sacrifice anything to preserve the
motion of her invincibility, and to sustain
the delusion, the loss of human life appears
to have been a consideration not worth en-
tertaining. The Earl of Ellesmere, in his
decture on the war,—to which we have
briefly referred in another article,—states,
that he has had it from excellent sources,
that since the commencement of hostilities,
the Russians have lost at least 400,000 men,
and although he believes this estimate to be
rather overcharged, he knows they have lost
more ihan 300,000. This loss, compared
with that of the allies, is ruinous, and we
mention it as a proof of the recklessness of
human suffering, which the Czar’s generals
have displayed since the opening of the
campaign. So that, while we attach con-
siderable importance to the policy foresha-
dowed in the first part of the extract we
have given, we are a little incredulous ves-
pecting the more humane and considerate
wiew set forth in the last part. But, be
that as it may, the longer the retreat is de-
Jayed, the more difficult it will become, for
the allies are hemming in the enemy on all
sides, and a retrograde movement with any
reasonable chance of sucess will be an ope-
ration attended with enormous risks. In
fact, the position of the Russians at the
present moment, and the tactics of the
Allies, render probable —cither a total
defeat of the former in the event of
a battle, or what is still more likely, a sur-
render of the entive force under Gortscha-
kofl. It is stated, that, feeling position
€0 be most critical, the Russian Generalis-
mo has telegraphed to St. Petersburg for
instructions how to act, and that Generals
Benkendorfl and Hackelburg have bee
sent to the Crimea to confer and advise with
him.  As this last statement comes through
Berlin, it may be worthy of attention.

DESCRIPTION OF KINBURN,

The waters of the Bug and the Dnieper
debouch into the sea by a single branch,
| Afier forming a luke, where they blend, the
[two rivers flow together, between Otscha-
kofl' on the north, and Kinburn on the
I south, through a narrow channel of variable
epth (15 feet the minimum), much nearer
Kinburn than Otschakofl.  Otschakoff, on
the right shore, is built on the top of a cliff
of middling height, advancing in an acute
(angle straight to the south, and throwing
jouta low flat on which rises a fort of Ge-
noese origin, in a very dilapidated state. A
battery of nine guns of large calibre, re-
cently erected on the cliff, outside the chan-
nel, takioj in enfilade, but at a long
range, completes the defence of this side,
without presenting any serious obstacles,
