LONDON, April 20—The liner
Queen Meory, when she sails  for
New Yorik on her maiuden* voyage
on May 27, will be insured for the
record sum of $24.000,000, Lloyd's
announced yesterday.

They circulated a small slip of
paper inviting underwriters to par-
ticipate in the undertaking, one of
the . largest risks even Lloyd's has
ever accepted. at an anual prem-
iumi of $300,000. Lloyd's and marine
insurance companies will under-
write the major portion of the risk
and the Government will cover the
remainder.

Eleven Stellarton draegermen —
trained to enter coal mines after
explosions—were leading the rescue
crews, assisted by 11 miners from
Moose River, Caribou, Goldenville

A fourth experienced miner from
Porcupine, Hannigan, was assigned
to duty over the communication
hole made by a diamond drill.

At the face of tunne! only one
miner could work at once, digging
out rock and earth and passing it
back fo (he others. After digging
frantically for 15- minutes he was
relieved by'ancther man.

Returning to the surface after
watching the work Lelow tonight,
Hon. Michael Dwyer, Minister of
Mines, declared he had never seen
“anything in peace or war” to equal
the courage of the Nova Scotia
miners.

The Minister added he had diffi-
culty in keeping volunteers out of
the pit. Every miner on the scene
was not only willing but eager to go
into the dangerous tunnel at the
risk of his Ifie.

FEW FEET FROM MEN

A skilled draegerman sent to the
surface at 0:45 A.S.T. said he had
been told by mine engineer H. F.
Gordon in charge of the tunnelling
to inform Charles Ivey, brother-in-
law of Dr. Robertson, one of the en-
tombed men, that they were only a
few feet from them,

signal to attract the attention of
Dr. Robertson ari Alfred Scadding,
he said, because any such signal
might draw them to the dangerous
spot in the mine; the spot the res-
cue workers were advancing over.

MOOSE RIVER, N. S. April 20

at the Halifax  airport without
floodlights. Both escaped injury.
Charles Sutherland and his co-
pilot, Arthur Tappen took off
from Bangor, Maine, tonight and
arrived over the field here short-
ly af‘"r midnight.

The first attempt to land was
unsuccessful but the fliers man-
aged to lift the plane again. The
second time the pilot did not see
a ditch at the northwest end of
the field and the plane crashed.

1936 season” which starts May 1
and ends June 30.

Sir,—Starting May  1st, the
rallway heads are going to change
the sections on the Island Rail-
way; in other words put two sec-
tions into one, with one crew of
men. Some thirteen foremen will
be taken off. Inquiring into this
matter one foreman informs me
that his new section of twelve
miles would require 3,500 new ties
this summer along with all other
work such as weeding, fencing,
cutting grass and bushes, attend-
ing sidings, etc. One man would
have to walk that section every
day before train time.
