TARLY LIFE OF LIVINGSTOE.

The earliest recollection of my mother
recalls n picture so often seen among the
scottish poor—that ot the anxious house-
wile trying to make both ends meet. At
the age ol ten 1 was put into the factory
us a ** piercer,” to uij by my earnings i
lessening her anxicty,  With 2 pugi ofmy
first week's earuings I purchased Raddi-
maii’s * llm_Inumns Gl Latin,” and pursul
the study of thai Lwguage tor mauy years
afterwaid, with unabated labor,” at an
evening school, which met between the
hours ol eight and ten, The dictionary
part of my Tabors was tollowed up till 12
o'clock or later, it my mother did not in-
terfere by jumping up and suatching the
hooks out of my hands, 1 had to be back
in the facsory by 6 o'clock in the moraing,
and continue my work, with intervals for
breakiast and dinner,, till 8 o'cloek at
uight. Ireadin this way many ol the
classical authors, and knew Yiezil and
LHorace better ab 16 thaii § 4o now, Guar
sehoolmaster — happily still alive — was
sapported in part by the company; he
was attentive and Kind, and so moderate
in his charges that all wished for educa-
tion might have obtained it.

My teading while at work was carried
on by placing a book on a portion ot the
spinning-jenuy, 8o that 1 could catch sen-
tence atter sentence as 1 passed at iy
work ; [ thus kept up a preity constaut
study undisturied by the roar of’ the ma-
ol s thio gt ab sugp sducation |
OWE Iy prescnt power ol cunlph'luly -
cteaoting thamind G enmsaidine nale
v, 80 a3 to rewd and  write \\'it||| puriect
comttort amid the play ot children or near
the dancing and songs ol savages, The
toil of cotton spinning, to which I was
romoted in my 19th year, was excessive-
y severe on a slim, lovse-jointed lad, but
it was well paid tor; and it enabled me to
support mysclt while attending medical
and Greek elasses in Glasgow  in winter,
s algo the divinity leetures o Dr. Ward-
law, by working with my hands in sumn-
e,

I never received u farthing of aid from
any one, and should bave accomplished
my pioject of going to China, as amedieal
i sionary, in the course ol time, had net
some fricnds advised sy joining the Lon-
don Missionary Socicty on account of its
perteetly unseetarian character. It sends
neither Episcopacy, nor Presbyteiwisin,
nor Independeney, but the Gospel ot Chirist
to the heathen.  This exactly agreed with
my ideas in regard to what o missionary
sovicty ought to doj but it was not with-
out i pang that I oflered myselt, for it was
not quite agreeable to one accustomed to
work his own way to become in a4 way
dependent on other; and 1 would not have
been much put about though my ofier had
been rejected.

Looking back now on that life of toil, 1
cannot but feel thanktul that it formed
such o material puat of my early educa-
tion j and, were it possibile, 1 should like
to begin life over again in that same lowly
style, and to pass through the same hardy
training.

GIVING JOY TO A CHILD.

Blestel be the hand that prepares a
pleasure tor a child, tor there is no saying
whien and where it may again bloom torth,
Does not almost everybody remembersome
kind-hearted man who showed him a kind-
ness in the dulect days ot his childhood ?
The writer ol this vecolleets himself at this
moment, as a baretooted Lul, standing  at
the wooden fence of a poor little garden
in his native village, wiile with longing
eves he cazed on the owers which were
l:’lmu‘\ng there quictly in the brightness
of 0 Sunday morning. The possessor
came forth irom his litde cottage ; he was
n wood-catter by trade, and spent the
whole week at work in the woods. He
had come into the garden to gather lowers
to stick into his coat when he went to
church. He saw the boy—and broaking
ofl the most beantitul of his carnations—
it was strenked with red and white—he
gave it to him.  Neither the giver nor the
receiver spoke a word, and with bounding
steps the boy ran home.  And now here,
at i vast distance trom that home, after so
many events of so many years, the feeling
of gratitude which agitated the breast ot
that boy expresses itself on paper, The
carnation has long gince withered, but now

[ propose to change their condition, John
' Bright speaks tor the common-sense of his
country in saying: ** For his part he wish-
ed the population of the province to do
what they felt to be the best tor their own
interest; he would allow them to remain
connected with this conntry if they liked,
to hecome an independent soviety if they
desired it, and to start upon that career
of glovy and groatness which their advan-
tages and virtues might insure them ; or il
they liked better to annex themsclves to
the United States he should not compliin
of’ that.,”

Britain a century ago we should have been
most faithful mutual friends and allics in-
stead of distrustiul and wary rvivals, Dut
the new England which Joho Bright and
his friends represent should and will pro-

DOMESTIC LIFE IN JAPAN.

"Nothing produced a more agreeable
impression upon me,” says Dr. 11, Maron
in his work upon Japan and China, ** than
the amicable relations prevailing in the
family circle.  In the smallest hut, as in
the more opulent houses, a sincere interest
and aflection is manifested by the inmates
toward each other, which, while it wao.
entively free from mawkish sensiniliy, ie
accompunied with a politeness and vtp?a‘lii_;'
ol manner that i morg eivilized conntrics
:;‘ the reselit only of the highost cultiva-
i

* The social position of woman is primi-
tive and natural.  She is not a slave as
amongz most Asiatic nations ; neither is she
the spoiled, pampered goddess whom we
worship with such exagrerated devotion ;
she is the fiiend and adviser of her hus-
band, from whowm she invariably receives
attention and respeet, the sharer in his
pursuits, and, while she is always protect-
ed trom rudeness by the sacredness of cus-
tom, should she ever be attacked with in-
sult from without, shoe is sure ot being
promptly and chivalronsly defended.  Bui
her domain is limited to the superinten-
dence ol the houschold and the eduacation
ol her ehildeen,  The sterner ealls ot busi-
ness and authority are answered by the
man alone,  ‘Tne dapanese troats Lis wite
wa tusetul being, equal with himself, who
is crented for the happiness and embeltish-
ment ot his existence ; and the law as well
as custom has decided that the relations
hoetween them can never be reversed,
Therve are thervefore neither Xantippes noi
goddesses in Japan; neither romantic
divmes who pinefor love, nor strong-mind-
el woinen ; the young are carcless and
merry, the matrons sensible and  industri-
ous, ‘he Japanese maiden is perfeet y
aware of the fate that awaits her as regands
warringe, and is inditferent as to the choice
(S TR e 8 don o tdt o1 uit!
latter, for in Japan all are alike; and in
vach are seen the smme mats, paper door,
portable hearth, lood and clothing ; in each
prevail the same duties and rights.  Her
heart no doubt speaks its prcli-rmwv, and
teels as deeply us that of her European
sister, but she does not wenkly sink iuto
the despair of nnmeless griel il her wishes
bo frasteated,  Her education has o solid
and unchangeable foundation which per-
mits no deviation from its rules, and pre-
puares her methodieally for hev real voea-
tion=—to be loved. ‘The end and object of
all the eare bestowed upon her is, the hus-
bind, - Our young Ludivs are too proud to
cducate themselves merely for domestic
lite, too weak to render themselves com-
petent to live alone, wid thus they floa
through lite without suflicient ballast to
keep them steady.  They learn oo little
tor independence, too much tor real loveli-
ness,

*“The relations between parents and
childven, and the rational manner in which
the latter are brought up, arve not the least
admirable features ol Japanese domestic
lite.  The rules which govern the system
of edueation are (Iirrvﬁy opposed to the
laws governing the state, which impose
the penalty ol death for every infraction
ol blind and stapid obedienee,  The child,
on the contrary, is treated with the most
inexhuugtible patienee ; and if persuaion
and Kind reasoning must give plice to
punishment, the mildest one that «can be
thought of is ever that resorted to.  Thave
never witnessod the corvection of a child.
nor discovered any instroment which could
possibly be used tor such a purpose, nor
can I remember ever to have heard a little
voice either sobbing or erying, yet I cun
assert with trath that in no part of the
world have I met with such thoreugh well-
vehiaved, amiable  children as those in
Jupan.”

not deny the authority to tax, but held
that it was inexpedient to exercise it
Then came the war first to subside the re-
bellion, and afterward to prevent the sep-
aration-—a war which shook Great Briluln
to the heart, which was the source of in-
numerable disasters, and which planted
the sceds of an almost inextinguishable
jealousy between America and land.

point,

Hon. Attorney General said the Act was
sulficluntly clear and well guarded ; and,
Having explained its provisions, said that
it Ilarhor Masters acted in conlormity
therewith, no wdvantazes conld be taken
deteimental to the public service,

Mr. Bell said he thought it would be
better to place a sum suflicient in the hands
ot proper persons who wounld see the work
properly  perlormed.  ‘The placing ol
buoys, especially on Bar Havbors, requirved
crpeeal eare and skill, and shoulid, thercfore,
be trusted in the carve only of men upon
whom the Government could depend for
the faithful performance of the work.

Hon, Attorney General laid on the table

Hon. My, Coles, Colonial Secretary, who
has been re-elected a member for said

FIELD INSPECTOR'S ADDRESS TO TIHE BOARD
OF  EDUCATION ON THE SUBJECT OF
MILITARY TRAINING IN SCHOSLE,

Hon. Attorney General said it would be
well to hear the viecws of hon. members on

the subject sluded to in the nddress,

Dr. Jenkins—The necessity of phy sical
as well 48 mental training, could net be
overastimated,  The usual school hours
were mineh longer, lor exclusively mental
exercises, than was necessary. It would
be well, theretore, to have a portion of
that time allotted to military training,

Hon. Mr, Coles thought that military
training might be imparted, in connection
with the District Schools, without much
additional expense, as the serviees of Drill
Serjeants, when not engaged in drilling
Militia Companies, might be secured on
reasonable terms.  The result of such
teaining would he beneficial in after lite,

Mr., MeNeill said he would go a little
further, and making military training a
qualification on the part of Teachers, es-
pecindly a8 their saliics was about to be
increased, IMle spoke of the aptuess of
boys to learn military matters, wnd in-
stanced the visit of o Drill Instroctor to a
School in his District where the boys were
put throngh military exercises, which
were performed with great eredit,.  That
oficer informed him that he could teach
hoys more ip one day than men would
learn in a week,

Hon. Mr. Henderson, from his own ex-
perience and knowledge of the militar
and edueational institutions oft Scotland,
saitl the principles shadowed forth by the
address of Col, Smith were similor to thuse
adopted in said institutions, where military
teaining, was not confined to boyg alone,
Young ladics were also instructed in those
gyvmnastic exercises peculiar to proper
teaining.,  He then commented on the
heneficial effocts on health resalting from
those physical exercises, and strongly ree-
commended theiv adoption in the educa-
tionul geminavies of the Colony,

Hr. Howatt said that the School hours
were sufficiently short for learning the or-
dinary branches of edaeation. and could
not see how the time could be ocenpied
by military treaining, In Charlottetown
they might (avor such instructions il they
thonght groper, but, in his opinion, it was
not required in the country.

Hon. Mr. Laird—We are now said to be
living in an enlightened age, and it ap-

pearcd to him like a retrograde movement

to infuse a military or warlike spirit into
the vouth of the Colony, which oul{: becams
a natlon of warriors, It were better Lo
train them in those branches of trade and
industry that would be of more profit in
after life. e instanced Prossia as a coun-
try every child in which received a mili-
tary training, and as a consequence, they
became a nation of warriors, and referred
to their recent victories as such, but con-
sidered it questionabiv if the warlike spirit
inculeated would tend to their general
prosperity. 1o believed it better to in-
culeate peaceful habits in boys than a love
for military life and fame, which could be
productive of no good,

Mr. Brecken—If the time had arrived
when men would torn their swords into
plonghshares, &e., he woull agree with
the hon, member (Mr. Laind,) buat it ap-
peared that, in the present day, militavy
defonees engaged the attention of states-
men ol every country.  He was of opinion
that physical training was overlooked, It
was essential to tha health of the hard
student to enjoy, at times, the recreative
exeyeises pvvul]m’ to militury evolntions,
and wonld, therefore, support the adoption
to a limited extent of military training at
schools,

Hon, Mr. Davies wounld, to some extent,
support the views of the Hon, Mr. Lauird,
on the subject of military training at
schools,  If teachers were competent to
impart such instructions, he would not
oppose the setting apart a small ‘mrllnn of
sehiool hours for that purpose,  He woulil
not favor the employment of military offi-
cers, tor the services of whom that house
wonld be ealled upon to make provision.
ITon. Mr, Haviland said it were bhetter
that people should direct their attention to
acriculture, science, art and commercial
pursuits rather than to war and the sworil ;
but as long as the present dispensation
lasted, war, with allits concomitants woul |
have to be endured, It was, therefore,
better always to be foumd in a state of pre-
paation,  Youth was the proper time to
acqur: o knowledge of military evolu-
tions as well as other branches of fearning.
It was now the policy of all civilized conn-
tries to combine gymnastic and military
wxerizes with other branches ot Laming.
The expunsion and strengthening of p!l_\"-
sical development was essential to health
ol body and reind, and by the adoptioi ef
that system of training, mental progress
would be by no meagis vetarded,  TTe said,
in reply to the hon, M, Laivd, that though
Prussia wis o nation of soldiers, her peoplo
were also lovers of literature.  Some of
the ablest scholars in sacred and prof n
history were CGitizens of that Kingdom,
They also were skilled in the mechanieal
arts awd in agrienlture, and their military
training did no harm to civilization as
evinced by their vecent eelebirated military
triumphs.  1le also alluded to Canada ad
taught in colleges and scliools, uid il
thas, among those who shed their blood in
defence of their countiy during the Fenian
invasions of lnst summer, were students
from the University ol Toronto.
The wddress of Col. Smith, Field In-
spector of Militia under consideration, was
then ordered to be Iadd on the table.
A Message from the hon, the Legislative
Couneil, announced that the Council had
pussed  the Revenue Dill without any
amendment ; alter which, o Message from
[lis Excelleney commanding the atten-
danee of the Hovse at the Bar of the Coun-
¢il Chamber, and having veturned, his
honor the Speaker reported to the Honso
that 11is Excelleney was pleased to givo
his assent to the Revenue Bill, and also to
the Act relating to limits and rales ot Jails
on this Island,
Honse in Committee of Supply, reported
several Resolutions agreed to.
On motion of the Hon. Colonial Secre-
tary, it was ordered that the several papers
now on the table, which had been betoro
I1is Exceileney, in Council, and relerved
to the House, be now read,
The prayver ot the petition from diveras
inhabitants ol Lot 11 and 12 was supported
by Mr. Ramsay, who explained that tho
opening of the roand prayed for, leading
from D. Milligan’s to the shore of J. Curr,
would be of great benefit, not only to the
petitioners, but to the public generally,
The said several potitions and documents
were then ordered to be relerved to Com-
mittee ; alter which the House adjourned.
