Increase Due To
Paving Material

The street work being done 1In
this city is reflected in the month-
ly traffic report for the Canad-
ian National Railways which shows
an increase of 75 carloads of fre-
ight over the amount ferried be-
tween Tormentine and Borden in
the month of July last year.
Figures released by the office
of the Superintendent indicate
that there were 1462 carloads
transported in July of thi§ year
compared to the 1,387 in the same
month of 1851.

There would have been a dec-
rease in imports excepting for the

large quantity of paving aggre-
gate, plus the asphalt, brought
here last month to complete the

work contracted for by the city
to bring the streets up to the
standard demanded by the citi-
zens. A total of 54 carloads of
asphalt were brought in along
with 122 carloads of paving ag-
gregate to swell the total of im-
porLcd. products.

Wood Exports Down

Exported products were away
down last month as the volume of
roughwood declined sharply. In
July of 1951 there were 431 car-
loads shipped, while in the com-
parable month of this year there
were only 61 cars. This contributed
largely to the decrease in the num-
ber of carloads exported from
152 to the 335 shipped this year.
Among the main products brou-
ght in were (with the
