British atomic experts are in-
formally discussing Britain's plan

A conference source said Tues-

The apparent slowness in the
U.S. program is mainly a question
of meeting the unsually low
production costs of conventional
power production. The national
average cost of electricity in the
US. ranges from four to seven

This compares with
10 kopeks (2.5 cents at the official
rate of exchange) per kilowatt for
Russian central stations.
