On a pure “percéntage” -basis
there is an infinitpsmal advantage
in playing for the drop, but it 1s
a rare hand indeed when declarer
should base his play exclusively on
this “rule.” Almost always, there
is some other feature of the hand
that should be the deciding factor
— for example, the sort of feature
present in this case:

South dealer,

_North-South vulnerable.

Assume that West, disdaining his
anemic four-card suits, opens the
spade ten against the three-not-
rump contract, and assume further
that when the queen is played,
East logically holds up his ace,
merely giving approval with the
eight-spot.
1t declarer works on the idea that
he should play to drop the club
queen because he has nine cards
of that suit in the combined hands,
he merely proves that he is a slave
to “rules” and unable to do In-
dependent thinking. After he leads
to the club king and sees East's ten,

up with the club ace — he should
take the finesse to the club jack
as an elementary safety measure.
