One of the most Important points
discussed' at the Horticultural Coun-
cil meeting was that of upgrading
seed potato standards with a view
to eliminating Foundation A grad:
and stepping up the standard of
certified near that of the. present
Fcundation A, he stated.
This point caused considerable
argument with representatives of
some provinces claiming that such
a high standard would put them
out of business.
Mr. Reid also stated that a resol-
ution was submitted from one of
the Central Provinces asking that
the tablestock grading dimensions
be stepped up from two to two and
a third inches minimuen.
Mr, Reild objected to this change
as it would greatly interfere with
the grading of small seed. The up-
grading of size would mean that a
quantity of too large size small
seed would be'placed on the mark-
et. It wculd be wasteful and costly
to Island farmers, he stated.

Discuss Grading Test

Another important matter in the
potato industry that came in for a
lot of discussion was the use of
hydrometer tests in inspection,
He stated that perhaps the most
significant trend In potato grad-
ing is the tendency to grade accord-
ing to the content of the potato
rather than merely on the outward
appearance. &

The hydrometer test is being used
in some parts of Canada. By its
use it is possible to determine the
quality of the potatces in each load
taken to the car or boat.

The Council recommended that
the hydrometer test be used in ev-
ery province in the Dominion, stat-
ed Mr. Reid.

Potatoes. can not rightly be class-
ified according to varieties as they
differ in eating quallities in differ-
ent zones, stated Mr. Reld.. For ex-
ample he pointed out that dry
mealy Sebagoes might be grown in
one section while wet, soggy ones
were produced in other areas.

QUEBEC, Feb. 15 — (CP) —Am-
bassador Stanley Woodward of the
United States said tonight the old
prescript “Put your faith in the
Lord and keep your powder dry” is
a valid one and free nations of the
world might well consider ft.

In a speech prepared for delivery
before the Quebec Chamber of
Commerce, the U.S. Ambassador to
Canada said Russia last June
changed its tactics in its fight of
world conquest from “subversion to
aggressicn.” Such was the case of
today’s happenings in Korea.
“Why?” he asked. “Most probably
the Russtan Communists realized
that their plans to undermine the
free nations from within wers
doomed to failure.”

The Ambassador sald the demo-
cratic countries had three bulwarks
on which to rely in their struggle
against Communist aggression: 1.
‘The United Nations; 2. The North
Atlantic Treaty Organization; 3.
“Faith in God and our fellow man.”
“There is a vitality in our moral
strength, Throughout the pages of
history we can see that men who
have been guided by principles of
high purpose, survive.”

From its earliest days, Mr. Wood-
ward sald, the United States has
owed a great debt to Quebec. The
contributions made by voyageurs
and explcrers like Marquétte, Jol-
iet and La Salle is a debt “not easy
to repay.”

Some 2,000,000 French Canadians
in the New England States “have
made a priceless contribution” to
the United States.

More, there is a “vast trade be-
tween this Province and my coun-
try. From your forests we get pa-
per. From your underground wealth
comes the copper, the asbestos and
the ‘titanium without whick our
industry cculd not operate
perhaps foremost among these in
our minds today is the untapped
iron ore of Ungava.”

In an interview, the Ambassador
said “a& new urgency” in making
available to the midwest U.S. steel
industries the iron ore available in
Ungava convinced him that “the
likelihood of approval by the .Un-
ited States of the St. Lawrence sea-
way project and power develcpment
is much better than in the last 15
years.”
