The play is “To Dorothy, A Son”,
a farcical comedy neatly pointing
up some contfasts, between the
ix)nerlcan and the British way of
life, Miss Donlan created the lead
role of Myrtle, a dumb brunette.
To playgoers it seemed that only
she or Judy Holliday, who started
the vogue for dim-witted heroines
in “Born Yesterday”, could do the
part justice.

In fact, British drama critics
figured the producers were taking
a big chance in substituting Miss
McLerie when Yolande decided to
leave the play to make a picture
in Spain.

“To Dorothy, A Son” calls for a
long, gruelling performance. But
24-year-old Allyn, playing what is
her first “straight” part, was a
success from the first jittery mo-
ment she stepped on the stage of
the theatre.

Allyn isn't so sure that she likes
British critics implying that h
choice for the role was a gamble.
Allhough she hasn't played that
type of part, she considers herself
an established actress.

Originally Allyn came to Britalr
to make the film production of

Now
they're comparing her zip and
verve with the somewhat softer
approach brought to the role by
Miss Donlan.

“To Dorothy, A Son” involves
three main characters, one of
