1t is true that North-South nad
had bad luck in this deal, since
their combined holdings fully justi-
fied the small-slam contract
they reached. Moreover, no legiti-
mate criticlsm can be levelled at
the “scientific’ manner in which
they approached the slam ,show-
ing each other control cards in the
various suits and thus insuring
that the opponents could not win
two tricks at the start. Even tne
fact that Bast doubled five clubs
was logically ignored by North pe-
cause, holding the heart queen, he
anticipated that South could get
rid of North's low club on a high
heart. Failing that. North felt that
his own diamond suit might pro-
duce quick discarding opportuni-
ties, in view of South's cue bid in
the suit.
Conceding all this to North-
South, however, it is only fair to
the “direct” school of bidding to
observe that South probably would
have scored the slam if, over three
spades, he had leaped directly to
six spades! It would have been
quite a feat for West to guess the
one lead, clubs, that could em-

barrass South!
