Suggested recipe: 1 cup pasteur-
ized process cheese spread, 8 toast
triangles, 4 strips broiled bacon.
Heat the cheese spread in a small
saucepan over very low heat, or in
a double boiler. For each serving
pour hot cheese spread over 2
toast triangles and top Wwith a
strip of bacon. Crumbled broiled
bacon may be used if preferred.
Serve at once.
