Said For It.

He Pledged Himself in 1896 to Work
For it As a Benefit to Cana-
diau Producers.

The id 2a of mutual preferential trade

within the Empire, which by its positios

taken in Parliament and the declarations

of its parliamentary leader (Sir Charles
Tupper) the Conservative party is ple dged
tec work for, has been commended by the
boards of trade of most Canadian cities.
It has been praised by Sir Wilfrid Laur~
ier, wben he thought he could get votes
by it. TIn the campaign of 1896, spaaking
in London, Oat., on June 4th, ss reported
in the Toronto Globe, he said!:—

‘“But I want to point out to you, my
fellow countrymen, upon this occasion,
that, in addition to the many reasons which
we had up to the present time, there is
now another reason, which must strongly
appeal 80 the sense of the Canadian people
at large —preferential trade. That is a
new idea of having within the British
Empire preferential trade with all parts of
the Empire. Goods of English make
would be admitted free to this country,
and onr goods would be admitted free to
England as they are now, but in addition
to that, we would have for our goods a
preference that would not be given to the
goods of another ration. Fifty years ago
or g0, the reformers of Upper Canada with
the Reformers of Lower Canada—Bald~
win and Lafontain—fought for the prin=~
ciples of responsible government in the
colonies. They asked that the colonies
should be allowed the privilege of
governing themselves in the same
manner as the Motherland governed itself,
thatisto say, hy means of a government
responsible directly to the people. It wae
supposed at that time that if such a prin-
ciple were granted it woald have a most
mischievions effect. T appeal to the old
men I see before me. They know that in
the struggles of that time the objection
they had to meet was that if the colonies
were given the right of self~goverament
they would feel 8o eatisfied with selé~
government that they would soon ask for
more and that eeparation from the
Motherland would be the consequence.
But iastead of having eeparation from the
Mo.heriand, the grautiog of =elf govern-
ment to the co'onies has made the colonial
tie dearer to thelpe p'e of the colonie:.
[tis pcw a matter of history that as the
ha-3 of the Motherland became less and
less felt upon the nation,the dearer b:-
came the hand of the old Motherland.
Ncw, eir, we have reached tha* elage
where we are to-day, practically, a sem
independeat nation, keeping our al-
iegiance 10 England, and ever interding
to keep i, a8 long as the relations are as
thev are at the present time.

“Now, the statesnen of Great Britain
bave thought hat the governments of the
colonies have come to a time when a new
step can be taken in their developmens,
What is that? That there shall be a
cormercial agreement between England
and the co'onies, That practical states:man
Mr. Joeseph Chamberlain, bas come to
he coaclusion that the time has come
when it i3 possible to have within
the bounds of the Empire a new step
taken, which willgive to the colonies and
Enalaod a preference for their products
over the producis of other nations. What
would be the psssibilities of such & step
if it were taken? We sell our goods in
Eogland. We send our wheat, our butter,
our cheeae, all our natural products, but
there we have to compete with several pro~
ducts from the United States, from Rassia
and from other nations. Just se: what a
great advantage it would be_to Canada® if
the wheat, cheese and butter, which we
would send to Eogland should be met in
Eoglavd with a preference over similar
products of other nations. The possibili-
ties are immense,

The
tine were so cheaply made tbat the lide
would not keep on, it they were earried in
a baversack. We thought it was some
stul that had been presented asa cheap
advertising scheme to the troops. Qur
medical officer tried some of it, as did also
Major Hurdman, but fieding it of no ap-
parent use, it was all left at the base, The
joke of the thing is that the labels state
that it is to be mixed with beef tea and a
lot of other things when used. Ifa sol-
dier in extremeties had hot beef tea, soap
and such things available, he would not
be in need of emergeacy rations at all.
A good emergency ration that night at
Balmoral and on several other occasions
would have prevented much suffering
with us and subsequeat illucss.”
