OTTAWA (CP) — Russia and
Japan have joined Canada and the
United States in a treaty for the
sharing and conservation of the fur
seals of the North Pacific, it was

nnounced Friday.

Canada and the U.S. have had
uch an agreement since 1942, and
he other two countries have
agreed to join them after 14
months of negotiations recently
‘oncluded at Washington.

The pact will be signed there
oday.

The new treaty will cover the
small herds of the Commander
and Robben Islands in the Bering
Sea as well as the big herd of the
Pribilof Islands that have been un-
der the Canada-U.S. treaty.

No other details of the agree-
ment were available here pending
the signing.

SEAL CATCH SHARED

Under the existing treaty, Can-
ada and the U.S. have been shar-
ing the controlled catch of the
Pribilof Islands on the basis of
four-fifths to the U.S. and one-fifth
to Canada. It has been worth about
$1,000,000 a year to the Canadiap
government.

The treaty provided that, for the
preservation of the once-dwin-
dling herd, both countries would
refrain from killing at sea.

The Pribilof herd is estimated
at 2,000,000 animals. There are
