This separation effected, the most dificult
part of Catherine’s work was completed, and
by the aid of the Count Alexey Orloff, and
one of his infamous asseciates, the rest be-
came easy. Though the murderer of her
husband, Count Alexey retained the favor of
his imperial mistress ; doubtless, she found
him a most useful tool in accomplishing other
dark deeds, though a fouler cvime than the one
commitied on this hapless princess could
bardly disgrace human natare. When first
resident at Rome, the granddaughter of Peter
the Great was amply sapplied with every-
thing befitting her rank ;: bat at the time
Orloff eame thither, she was almost in want,
and oceupying a poor lodging in a humble
quarter of the city. Judge of her surpriso
when an elegantly attired officer called upon
her to offer his services. Though he wasto
all appearance wealthy, and her situation
one of actual indigence, he paid her the same
respect as though she had been seated on the
imperial throne. W hen invited to sit in her
presencs he respectfully declined. *¢ Misfor-
tune,’” said he, ** cannot alter your claims
to our respect.
