ELISABETHVILLE (AP)
President Moise Tshombe of
secessionist . Katanga province
has offered to yield peacefuily
to the United Nations if he is
permitted to remain as a prov-
incial president in a unified
Congo, Western diplomats re-
ported Friday.

Diplomatic sources said
Tshombe’s offer_included free
entry for the UN into his last
stronghold, at Kolwezi, and free
UN movement elsewhere In the
province.

The informants said Tshombe
wants the United Nations to put
the proposal to the central Con-
golese government, which would
have to agree to such an ar-
rangement.

Officials at UN headquarters
in New York said late Friday
they had no word of Tshombe's
reported offer but a UN spokes-
man said the UN would not re-
lay it to the Leopoldville gov-
ernment. The UN takes the po-
sition that such matters are the
concern only of the Congolese
people. However, it was
lieved that Tshombe's reported
offer
