We look upon the statues of Well-
ington and Nelson with pride, for-
setting at the moment the tears
and the blood shed on water and
on land. Darkness, gloom and
hopeless despair has been the lot
of milllons of earth’s inhabitants,
The present age is no exception to
the rule, While we have progressed
n many fields, man i{s now dem-
strating as clearly as tn past ages,
his unfitness to rule the earth,

The breeding of war seems to be
a permanent human  industry.
Every government must be back-
cd by an army. When the peace of
the world is threatened the sword
niust dedlde the issue, as mankind
has found no way to end wars;
and every war grows increasingly
destructive and terrible.

Man's efforts towards peace to-
day are seemingly as vain as they
were prior to the beginning of
World Wars one and two. Inter-
national conferences broke down;
A World Court and the League of
Nations brought relief to a troubl-
rd world. Much the same thing is
happening today and may contin-
ue to happen, as long as__human
nature Is what it is.

The Prince Edward Island Pres-
bytery of the United Church of
Canada convened in Heartz Mem-
orial Hall at 2 p.m, Tuesday, Feb-
ruary 6, 1951. The chairman of
Presbytery, Mr. Justice George J
Tweedy, presided at both the after-
noon and evening sessicns, At the
secretary's desk were the Rev, W.
Burton Crowe, secretary of Presby-
tery, and the Rev. J MacKay,
assistant secretary. The afternocn
session opened with prayer by Rev.
P. A. Fitzpatrick, and the evening
sessfon with prayer by Rev. W.T.
Mercer. The benediction was p.o-
nounced by Rev. J.R. Skinner,

The chairman welcomed to the
court the Rev. J. K. Campbell, who
since the July meeting of Presby-
tery had been..inducted in the
North Bedeque charge, and the
Rev, 8.F. Haslam, who had hren
inducted in the Margate charge. He
welcomed also Rev. Dr. Godfrey,
Superintendent of Missions, who
last June was elected president of
the Maritime conference,

Rev. A.8. Weir, treasurer, report-
ed that the Presbytery Fund had a
balance of $660. on hand, and ap-
peared to be in a satisfactory con-
dition. In adopting the report, Pres-
bytery authorized travelling ex-
penses hereafter at the rate of
eight cents a mile. The assessment
for this fund is to be apportioned
as In previous years,

Rev. H.E.D. Ashford presented
the report of the Missionary and
Maintenance Fund. The fund will
show an increase in givings for 1950
of over $2,000. but will still be short
of its allocation. He urged the min-
isters to see how much can still be
done to reduce this shortage. As
the objectives for 1951 remain un-
changed from those of 1950, there
should be good prospects of reach-
ing the objective for this year in
full. The Presbytery instructed the
secretary to express to those
charges that had made definite ad-
vances in their giving the appre-
clation of Presbytery for their zeal
in this work, Mr. Gerdon Avard, at
the request of Rev. Mr. Ashford,
spoke briefly on the work of the
M. and M. Committea in Trinity
Church, Charlottetown, where some
87 per cent of those using the du-
plex envelopes, contribute to the M.
and M. Fund.

Home Missions

Rev. W.B. MacPhail, in present-
ing the report of the Home Mission
Commijttee urged as many of the
ministers as could to attend the
conference for ministers of rural
congregations to be held in Sack-
ville, on the eighth of March next.
A number of outstanding speakers
including Mr. John Fisher, the
C.B.C. wandering observer, will he
present, and the conference should
prove of great value,

Rev. Mr. MacPhail pointed out
that by Instructions of General
Council the salaries of ministers on
mission charges had been increas-
ed by $200. in 1950, and would he
increased an additional $200. in
1951. The minimum salary for a
married clergyman on such charges
will thus be $2,400., with an allow-
ance for travel, He then read the
recommendations of the committee
for grants to the varlous charges
receiving ald. These were all ap-
proved by Presbhytery. He also rcad
a list of the grants. recommended
for certain independent marginal
fields, where the salary falls some-
what below the minimum recom-
mended on the charges regularly
recelving aid from the Home Mis-
sion Board.

He suggested as a motto for the
years ahead, “Every charge a self-
supporting charge.” Rev. Dr. God-
frey pcinted out that the two sour-
ces of revenue from which the
grants must come are the Board of
Finance of the Church in general
and the ald - receiving chatges
themselves. In both cases the need
for increased giving by the mem-
bers and adherents is clearly indic-
ated. In antlcipating extension
work for the future in the larger
cities of Canada and elsewhere an
additlonal sum of $3,000,000 to $3,~
500,000 will be needed by the Un-
ited Church.

In his report on Misslonary Edu-
cation, Rev. R.L. Bacon referred
to the fact that Rev. Dr. E.J.O.
Fraser, of Seoul, Korea, is now on
furlough In Canada, and is avail-
able as a speaker. The committee
recommended that Dr, Fraser be
Invited to attend the May meeting
of Presbytery, and that an itiner-
ary for his visit to Prince Edward
Island be arranged.

A committee consisting of Revs.
W.B. Crowe, R.L. Bacon, T.A.
Wilson, H.E.D. Ashford, W.T.
Mercer, and Mr. Justice Tweedy,
was appointed to consider pastoral
relations on the Cornwall-Kingston-
New Dominlon charge. Revs. J R.
Skinner and .H.E.D. Ashford were
appointed a committee to investi-
gate the possibility of providing
oversight and services for some
United Church families in Eldon,

On motion ¢f Mr. Ralph Callbeck,
Presbytery went on record as ex-
pressing its regret at the passing of
the Honorable Horace Wright, and
its sincere appreciation of his life
of devotion to the cause of right. A
copy of the resolution was ordered
to be sent to the family of the de-
ceased.

Presbytery aiso expressed its
commendation of the “United
Churchman” and its confidence in
the editor, Rev. Dr. Munroe.

Presbytery nominated Rev. Clit-
ford Grant M.A, B.D, D.D, for
the office of Associate Secretary of
Board of Overseas Missions. Rev.

Lenten Meditations
THE RELEVANCE OF
CHARITY
(The London-Times)

The epistle for Quinquagesima
is one of the most familiar pass-
ages in the New Testament.
“Charity suffereth long, and 15
kind; charity envieth not; charity
vaunteth not itself, is not puffed
up, doth not behave itself un-
seemly, seeketh not her own, is
not easily provoked, thinketh no
evil, rejoiceth not in iniquity, but
rejoiceth in the truth . . .”

The cadences of the Authorized
Version so delight the ear that
men are apt to forget that St.
Paul was not writing with this
purpose: that he was rather prob-
ing as with a lancet the diseases
which marred the witness of the
Corinthian Church; and that the
first reading of his words may
well have stunned their hearers
into silence.

It is a shock alsc {0 many mod-
ern Ohristians to hear the pass-
age in the every-day speech of
Dr. Moffatt’s translation. “Love
is very patient, very kind. Love
knows no jealousy, love makes
no parade, gives itself no airs, is
never rude, never irritaled, never
resentful.”

When the literary jolt has pass-

ed a deeper amazement remains
that this is how life was meant
to be lived. “Love is never glad
when others go wrong, love is
gladdened by goodness, always
slow to expose, always eager to
believe the best, always hopeful,
always patient., Love never dis-
2 s.”
* It is well that this standard is
set up on the Sunday before Lent,
for the coming season provides
special opportunities for medi-
tation and prayer, and for that
repentance which means turning
to God and examining life afresh
in the light of his revelation in
Jesus Ohrist, It is well also that
it should be set up on the Sunday
before an election.

A political contest might in-
deed appear to be more concern-
ed with “sounding brass” and
“tinkling cymbals”, even with the
gifts of prophecy and the faith
which removed mountains, than
with the way of love which Chrst
set before men, His own state-
ment of that way was that a man
should love God and his neigh-
bour as himself.

Modern means of communica-
tion have made the world one
neighborhood. A man’s neighbours
include, at least, those by whose
labours he is housed and clothed
and fed, the miner in the pit and
the fisherman in the drifter, the
African growing cocoa and the
Indian growing tea, the farmer
in Australia and the farmer in
his own country. How can he
love these mneighbours as him-
seif?

He can pray for their welfare;
he can provide them with the
means of hearing the Christian
Gospel; there are funds to which
he can contribute as an acknow-
ledgment of his dependence upon
their toil. But, as the world is
organized today, most of what
can be done must be done through
political action. Politics for the
Christian, provide the supreme
way of showing love at a dis
tance,
