DEPRESSION OF SPIRITS

I wrote recently of the comed-
ian who told his partner in the act
that he was taking cocaine. When
his partner asked him why he
took the drug, he replied, “I just
jab the needle into my arm and I
think I've pald my rent.”

All over the world today we are
learning that drugs to relieve pain
and grief are being wused more
I
have written before about the
drugs known as the barbital drugs
of which phenobarbital is likely
the one most used. It has revolu-
tionized the treatment of epilepsy
so that together with decreasing
the use of tablet salt and liquids,
many epileptics are enabled to re-
main free or nearly free of at-

tacks, or seizures, as they are
called.
However, 1like other helpful

things in life, too many individuals
are using these quieting drugs and
poisoning is not uncommon.

Most physiclans  beileve that
when the quieting drug is used in
the quantity and at the times pre-
scribed by the physician, it is to
be preferred to having the patient
lle sleepless in pain night after
night. .

Another useful drug that gives
the discouraged individual a boost
or lift is amphetamine, with the
trade name of Benzedrine Sulfate.
It is being used with success in
cases of fatigue, despondency and
alcoholism. A more recent stim-
ulant for fatizue is known as
