He had noticed that molasses general-
ly held out the quantity, though a wasting
article. Sugar wus s0ld by the 112 pounds,
the twelve pounds being allowed for wustage.
As regards chains, anchors, ete., a certificate
from the manufucturer generally accom pan-
ied them, und they were sold according to
the weight marked upon them. He had sold
a great wany in thut way,and never heard
any complaints of deficiency in their weight.
He presumed that this Bill bad been sug-
gested from the other side of the Atlantic,
but was sure it could not be carried out in
this country. A similar law had been pas-
sed in Eng'and [ the purpose, he presumed,
of preventing persons from making use of
the names of vther parties; and he was cer-
