| Hon. Mr. Gorr would always be happy to
support any measure for the encouragement
of temperance, end he wouid support « Bill
to ineorporat: the Geod Templars; they and
the Sons of Temperance had the same object
in view, but there was some nowvelty about
the former which might induee some persons
to join that order who would not join the
Sons of Temperanee, though that Ovder bad
bien a long time in existence, and had no
doubt done u great deal of good on this ls-
land.
