Armistice So Near Truce Officers Alerted

Large-Scale Exercise

To Test Canada -U.S.
Fighter Defence In July

(CP)—A “large-scale”
joint exercise will test Canadian
and American fighter defences
simultaneously in July, it was an-
nounced Sunday.

Exercise Tall Wind is the second
manneuvre of this kind but it should
find Canadian air defences, at
least, In considerably better shape
than they were for exercise Sign
Post of a year ago.

RCAF statements have indicated
that the Canadian radar system
should be pretty well in full stride
by this fall while a year ago only
a few stations were even In in-
cipient operation.

Following the Sign Post pattern,
Tail Wind will launch “aggressor”
forces, probably  including the
Comet jet transports, against the
joint, defences and see how both
make out.

1t will be bossed by the two top
fighter defence airmen on the con-
tinent, Gen. Benjamin Chidlaw and
Alr Vice-Marshal A, L. James, who
head the air defence commands of
their two countries from Colorado
springs, Col, and St. Hubert air-
port, Montreal, respectively.
