A nice
addition to the glove box isa sconted
sachet, giving the gloves a delicate odor
when worn.

An error that is commonly made is
that of mending kid gloves with sewing
silk, as the silk cuts the kid ard snows
the mend more plainly, while fine cotton
thread gives a more satisfactory result.
If the gloves aretorn, cut a piece of silk
of correspoonding shade under the torn
part, haste carefully o as not to reveal
the stitches on the right side, and then
draw up the rent with cotton thread.
