The blazing mine remained a
virtual powder keg Sunday and ef-
forts were begun to seal its five
openings, ending any slim hope
that any of the 15 entombed might
be rescued.

The blast, followed by a fire

raging underground, occurred
abput 1:45 p. m. at the No. 9
mine of the Jamison Coal and

Coke Company in this little north-
central West Virginia community.

‘‘powder keg.”

SECOND BLAST

A second blast about 10:45 Sat-
urday night sent flames roaring
more than 100 feet into the sky
above the ventilation shaft. No one
was injured because only security
personnel were in the area.

Vice-presidentt James Hyslop of
the Pittsburgh Consolidation Coal
Co., which recently acquired the
corporate stock of Jamison, said
the explosion undoubtedly resulted
from ignition of highly combust-
ible methane gas.

He added that an atmosphere
test in the mine only 30 minutes
before the first explosion showed
the air was clear. s

The decision by King to seal all
the mine openings, concurred in
by U. S. bureau of mines and com-
pany officials after more than
three hours of conferences, came
about 2 a. m. Sunday.

NOTHING TO BE DONE

Visibly' moved and conceding
that the step removed any slender
hope that some of the men might
survive, King explained that
‘there was just nothing else we
could do."

Emergency crews hoped, in seal-
ing the openings, to smother the
fire by cutting off oxygen entering
the mine.

“The extent of the fire still
can't be determined,” King said.
‘‘Smothering of the blaze might
take several days, possibly longer.
But there was just no possible
way to get to those 15 men."”

Rescue crews entering the main
portal late Saturday were forced
to turn back by deadly carbon
monoxide fumes.

FOUR IN SHAFT

King said at least four of the
men caught in the mine appar-
ently were at the base of the 500-
foot shaft in which the main
elevator was operated when the
first blast occurred. He said the
whereabouts of the others were not
known, but that they apparently
were en route to the shaft area
because their shift was to end at
2 pm
Two other men working a short
distance inside the main portal
heard the explosiom’s rumble and
felt a rush of air, but hurried out
uninjured. On a normal working
day, about 200 men would have
been below ground at the time of
the explosion.
