circumstances will permit, and we cannot
but commend the prudence of this resolution.
‘They have even carried their predeliction
for the institutions of the mother country so
far, as to suggest the creation of a heredi-
tary nobility in the colony. We commend
the spirit in which this latter suggestion
bas been made. It betrays a deeply-
rooted attachment to the time-honoured
institutions of our country, in a quarter
where we had hardly a right to expect it.
At the same time, we are not prepared to
admit the policy of this recommendation,
The institution of a hereditary colonial
nobility has been more than once proposed
as a means of strengthening the ties which
oxist between the mother country and her
distant dependencies. It was chiefly with
this view that, so early as during the reign
of James the First, the territorial right of
Baronet ot Nova Sccul was created; and
we believe that the late Charles Buller was
in favour of a scheme similar in priaciple to
that now projected by the Council of New
South Wales. At the same time, looking
to the antecedents of that colony, it may
well be doubted whether it as yet contains
materials for such a purpose. 1In this coun-
try the project will certainly be regarded as
remature, and we may, therefore, dismiss
it at present from our consideration. The
controversy at present carried on in New
South Wales relates to a question of more
practical interest. We have stated that
the committee of the Council appointed to
draw up the plan of the constitution have
recommended that the Upper Chamber
should be nominated by the governor.
"This proposal has met the most resolute op-
position from a large and influential party
in the colony, who contend that both
branches of the legislature should be elect-
ed by the people. ~Great meetings had been
held for the purpose of giving expression to
these democratic opinions, and the ultimate
decision of the question was postponed un-
til ample time had been given for discussion
and reflection. The council, we may state,
affirmed, by a large majority, the recom-
mondllmn of the committee, so that the op-
position to the scheme was confined almost
entirely to a party out of doors, who were
using every effort to get
tion throughout the colony
its al nd%nmsnl.

An im-
pulse and a triumph would thus be given to
the democratic clement in the colony, which
could not fail materially to weaken its sym-
pathies with the monarchical institut
the mother country. The Jmerican repub-
lic, and not the Brif constitul would
henceforth become the model for imitation;
