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Educatnon and the State

In yesterday's issue of the Diily I
noticed your note of alarm lest the Gov-
etument meddle with the School Law.
I may say my political complexion is Grit
every time; yet 1 have alnays cousid. red
the provisions of our School Law ex-
ceeded the necessities of the case. 1
believe it to be the duty of the state to
afford facilities so that every child may
obtain a fair English education, and that
every child be: comp«lled to take advan-
tage of those facilities; but I deny the
right of the state toe '(pend public mouies
in teaching Classics, Mathouiatics, ete.
You say the reported <hange wonld
effect a saving of from $10,000 to $11,000
a year, and you add the Government
would tax the teachers that awmount.
Now, Sir, T can hardly see it in_that light.
Chere is quite a number of our schools—
first-class sch wls-—with a principal and
an assistant in charge, anlin msny in-
s*ances, if not all, the principal draws
wo e than d uble the pay his assistant
does; and in many cases also the principal
has not one-th'rd the pupils to teach that
hia assistant has, and that one-third
advanced branches or studies which I
;leny the state had any rizht to provide
or.

In many school districts the education
of a few advanced scholars cost the state
more by far than all the rest of the
children of the district, If it is proper
that this luxury be enjoyed by one dis-
trict why not by all.

Very many of our teachers have receiv-
ed their education at the public expe se.
Nearly rne half of our revenue goes to
support education. This baing thejcase I
think the teachers have little to complain
of if they shoul | be p aced on the same
plane as the rest of us. Merit as a rule
will always secure a position with reason-
able pay. Wou d it n t be fair that those
who require a first-class school should
pay for it In the case of a man having
twosons one is to remain on the farm
the other is to prepare for a literary pro-
fession, I ask why should the state furn-
ish education for the one and not a farm
for the other.

I am not upp-sedto education but I am
oppose 1 to taxing the poor man, who has
to make sacrifices in order to send his
children to school to get a common Eng-
lish education, 20 that a few who could
well afford it may have their children
taught Latin, etc., at the public expense.
I believe a great deal of the stuff taught
in our s¢ }:Ulﬁ is useless. Is there not
enough in the dowmain of studies to occapy
the school days of vur youth that in fter
life would be of some service? I think
not ouly our law bat our text books want
overhauling. I believe we can safely
trust those who made the law to revise it
so as to suit the changed condition.
