Most Ottawa snip-
ers set up camp during the week,
but the majority will move in over
the week-end, fresh from mee'ings
of the Ontario and Quebec Rile
Assoclations,

Strong representative teams have
been sent from the west and east.
British Columbia contributed 16,
Alberta 17, and Manitoba 15. A like
number was chosen in the Mari-
times and Quebec while Ontario
will be repreesnted by more than
300, In addition ebout 50 cadets
from various Canadian schools will
ocompete for prizes over the minia-
‘ture range.
