Hon. Mr. Dixewrrr: It is' a matter
for regret that the British Government
should, at the present time, call wpon
this small and poor Colony te pay ihe
Governor's salary. It is well known to
your honors, and should be to the Tm-
perial Government, that this colony
labors under a great disadvantage. We
are now endeavoring to rectify an error
which the British Government commit-
ted in granting away the soil. We are
purchasing the possessions of the pro-
prietors which they never legally held,
for their grants wero forfeited ; and while
we are doing this the British Govern-
ment is asking us to pay the Governor's
salary. I was always disposed to think
they would seldom commit au error, and
if they did they would try to rectify it,
but when they ask us to pay the Gover-
nor’s salary I cannot feel that degree of

confidence in them which I formely did.
Perhops the present Government is not
so much to blame, for T think they must
be, in a great measure, ignorant of our
affairs. It is true, tthis is a small
colony, but the people are as prosperous
and happy as could be expected when all
the circumstances are considered. It
is our duty, as the repregentatives of the
people, to make the Imperial Govern-
ment acquainted with our circumstances,
and perhaps they will see the justice cf
continuing to pay the Governor’s salary
as formerly, There was a slight dis-
turbance in the country a short time ago,
but 1 believe it was maguified for the
purpose of bringing us ioto confede-
ration with Canada, With regard to
the payment of the Troops. I think the
British Government is rather imposing
upon us, for they should have scen that
their own acts in granting away (he scil
led to the disturbance to suppress which
a Military Force was required, They
should not govern a small colony with a
heavy hand as long as we are loyal sub-
jects ns we have always been and still
wish to be.

from Earl Gray, then Secretary of State
forthe Colonies, to Sir Donald Campbell,
dated Downing Street, 14th December
1848: :

** The circumstances of the country have
rendered it incumbent on Her Majesty's
Governicent to consider of every fit and
proper means to reduce the expenditure
borne by Great Dritain for the Colonial
posscssions. In the performance: of this
task. their attention could not but be drawn
to the annual estimated voted for Prince
Edward Ieland,

“ As far back as the year 1776, a grant
of £3000 was made towards defraying the
expenses of the Civil Government of the
Island, and a similar amount appears to
have been, ever since, annually granted.
In the infancy of the settlement, therefore,
and through the long course of years which
has since elapsed, the steady and sustained
assistance of this country has not been
wanting to the colony. But latterly its re-
sources have been gradually developed, and
on referrin
the Blue Books, I observe, with much
from these statements, the local revenue
has been progressively improving, until last
year it became more than equal to the local
expenditure.

“Under these circumstances, it will be
obvious that Ifer Majesty’s Govirnment
could not, with propriety, continue to ap-
ly to Parliament E)r lie vete which has
itherto been granted for this colony.
Two charges may still be Jeemed proper
subjects to be lif""id“l for from DBritish
funds, viz :—1, The Salary of the Licuten-
ant Governor, and 2@, “That lorig cstablish-
ed Pension of £500 per annum, to Mr.
Smith, once Lieutenant Governor of the
Teland, to which allowance the faith of the
British Government is pledged; Iler
Majesty's Government have come to the
conclusion that all the remainder of the
estimates might be discontinued, and the
application submitted to Parliament be con-
fined to these two items.

“ The salary, however, to be attached to
the office of :{e Licutenant Governor, re-

uires some further explanations. In con-
?nrmity with the opinion which was ex-

ressed so long aén as 1840, by Lord

ydenham, when Governor General of
Canada, and which was at that time agreed
in by Lord John Raussell, although the
tocal Legislature could mot then give effect
to the suggestion. I think there ean be no
doubt thav the salary which has hitherto
existed of £1000 a year, is inadequate ; and
1 am prepared to recommend its increase to
£1.500, sterling, per annum.  You will
understand, however, that this ealary is to
constitute the whole pe remuneration
of the Lieutenaut Governor, and that the
roduce of all fees, seizures, or other per-
quisites which may have hitherto constitu-
ted o part of his emoluments, are to be
carried to the oredit of the publie.

“ The sum of £130, hitherto borns on the
Parliamentary estimated for the contingent
expenses of the Licutenant Governor, can
also no longer be defrayed from that eeurce,
and it will remain for the local Legislature
to provide for suoch charges ot this nature
as are requisite for the dpropot discharge of
the functions of the Administration of the
Government,

*‘8uch are the arrangements which, after
mature consideration, it is thought right to
adopt upon the present subject. . I am
