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CAPONS

A capon is a male chicken that
bas undergone a surgical operas
ton (caponizing) involving the
complete removal of the sex ore
gans. The secondary sex charac-
eristics such as comb, wattles,
fighting tendencies, activity and
general appearance become great-
Iy modified.

The surgical operations gives
be-t results when performed be-
ween the age of 46 weeks de-
pending upon the breed.

Poultrymen find that there are
teveral advantgaes in caponizing.
Some of these advantages are:

1) The bird will gain more
weight per pound of feed than a
sacheral. Thig is mainly because
they are not as active a§ a cock-
el and they do not use as much
mergy in muscular activity.

2) Because of this quiet, rather
inactive disposition, capons may
be raised to maturity with pul-
lets without interference, or in
flocks by themselves with little
o no loss from fighting. In compar-
ison, flocks of cockerel raised to
maturity often suffer considerable
loss through fighting.

(3) A capon can be finished very,
satisfactory on range, These birds,
s a rule, will average’ 1.5 — 2
pounls more than cockerels; the
pulfrymen or farmers generally
recgive a premium on eapons.

i you are planning to raise cap-
on¢ this year, make sure that you
contact an experienced man to cap-
onize your birds. Large losses can
be suffered if inexperienced hands
are *performing the operation.

Texas Legislators Urge Limit
Oil Imports, Except Can. Crude

By GEORGE KITCHEN
Canadian Press Staff Writer
WASHINGTON (CP) — Western

Canadian oil, often the target of
those who want to keep foreign,
fuels out of the United States, has |
found a friend in Texas, the big- |
gest ofl-producing state in the,
American union.

The Texas -state House of Rep
resentatives has adopted and sent
to President Eisenhower a resolu-
tion calling for a limitation on im- |
ports of foreign oils but urging
specifically that Canadian crude
be exempted on defence and other
grounds.

The Texas state House of Rep-
government, from the standpoint
of national security, should con-
sider Canada’s crude oil reserves
“as domestic reserves for the rea-
son that Canada is our friendly
land neighbor to the north and
such crude oil reserves should be
available to the United States by
pipeline in the event of enemy at-
tack.”

Both Canadian and American re-

serves, they said, were part of a
common defence program, with
the Canadian crude serving as the
only economic source for many
US. refining and underground
storage facilities. American invest-
ments in those facilities would be
placed in jeopardy if the flow of
Canadian oil was restricted or in-
terrupted.

U. 8. domestic investments
geared strictly to the transporta-
tion, refining and marketing of
Canadian oil under longterm con-
tracts “‘should not be impaired or
wiped out or otherwise discrimin-
ated against in favor of domestic
investments geared to domestic
crude oil.”

The Texans also pointed to the
fact that Canada is a net importer
of American petroleum products
and suggested trade and diploma-
tic relations ‘“with our excellent
land neighbor to the north should
not be further strained.”

As for oil from other foreign
lands, the Texas legislature asked
for a strict limit on imports.
