Respiratory Diseases

This is the first in a series of
articles dealing with the various
types of respiratory diseases in
farm animals and poultry.

In general this large group of
conditions can be loosely grouped
into three causes, according to
their causative agents.

Bacterial infections are those
conditions which are caused by
the invasion of bacteria or germs
into the tissues of the upper or
lower respiratory tract. Virus in-
fections are caused by small germs
which also invade the tissues. Pos-
sibly the largest group of these
conditions are observed in poul-
try. Mechanical pneumonias are
caused by forelgn substancesgain-
ing entrance to the respiratory
tract or lungs.

One of the most common troub-
les 15 seen when an animal has
been improperly drenched. The
lquid, ntended for the stomach,
goes down the windpape and acts
as a foreign body in the Iungs.
This causes a mechanical pneu-
monia. In a great many cases
they terminate in death of the
animal in a short space of time.

This is a time of year when'res-
biratory  diseases are observed
more frequently in poultry than
In other classes of farm livestock.
Therefore our discussion will com-
mence with poultry. All the dis-
cases dealt with are ones seen in
this Province.

If possible to avoid it, connected
shafts should never be placed one
directly over the other, as in such
case, the belt must be kept very
tight to do the work,

It is desirable that the angle of
the belt with the floor should not
exceed 45 degrees. It is also desir-
able to locate the shafting and
machinery so that belts should
run off from each shaft in opposite
directions, as this arrangement will
relieve the bearings from the
friction that would result when the
belts all pull one way on the shaft.

To find the belt speed in feet
per minute:

Multiply diameter of pulley in
inches by 3.1416. This gives cir-
cumference of pulley, and this re-
sult multiplied by number of
revolutions will give you belt speed
in inches.

Relative transmission of H.P. for
any given width of belt:

The horsepower for a given speed
will be directly proportioned to the
width of the belt; that is, a 4-ply
belt, 18 inches wide, running at a
certain, speed, will transmit eight
times s much power as a 4-ply
belt, 2"inches wide, running at the
sameé speed, and a belt 100 inches
wide, ten times as much as a 10-
inch belt of the same thickness,
running at the same speed, etc.

To find the H.P. that any given
belt will economically transmit:

Multiply the width of the belt in
inches by its speed ™ feet and
divide the result by 800. The final
result will be the horsepower for
a 4-ply belt. For a 6-ply belt, divide
this result by 600; for a 8-ply, div-
ide this result by 400; for 10-ply,
divide this result by 350.
