Potato Prices and Licenses
The recent decision of Mr. Just-
fce M. R. McGuigan In the Mec-
Naught-Raynor case serves to es-
tablish the fact that unlicensed
potato dealers who enter into con-
tracts with growers are In a poor

position to legally enforce the
agreement.
While it was found that the

dealer's license had been {llegally
cancelled, the reason belng that
the Board orders which had been
Infringed, were found by the
Supreme Court to have been In-
valid, It should be clearly un-
derstood that the Potato. Board
still possesses the power to can-
cel licenses when and if its or-
ders have not been complied with.
Attention is called to the fact
that $1.80 a bushel is the legal
price at shipping points for Moun-
tain and Sebago seed and under
the last Board Order the grower
should receive $1.90 per 75 pound
bag for table stock.
