Tito Cancels U.S. Visit;
Is Blow To Policy Plans

WASHINGTON (AP) — The col-
lapse of President Tito's scheduled
visit to Washington deals a blow
to US. policy aims in Eastern
FEurope.

State department authorities,
however, displayed no surprise at

the announcement from Belgrade

Friday that the Yugoslav leader, a
Communist defiant of Moscow con
trol, had called off the trip at least
for the time being.

The reaction to the plan, among

many Congressmen and some

other groups, had been bad.

Plans for
the visit were developed without
official announcement but word
that Tito would be coming to
Washington spread around town
more than a month ago. Hostility
to the idea quickly began to de-
velop.
