STOCKHOLM (AP) — Sweden
abandoned liquor rationing a year
ago. Now the authorities figure it
will take about a decade for a
new generation to stop losing its

eekends.

According to official statistics,
Swedes today are undisputed
world leaders in belting the hard
stuff. Ther: has been a 10 - fold
increase in cases of delirium tre-
mens and an approximate doubl-
ing in the number of drunks ar-
rested in the law 12 months.

Before the 40-year-old rationing
law was abandoned last year
Swedes used to consume five
litres, or a little over five quarts
of hard liquor a year per capita.

Authorities felt that this was
too much for the national health.
They reasoned that the law was a
bad thing because the Swede felt
compelled to live up to his per-
sonal responsibility of consuming
all the ration allowed,
