Warns Against Egg
Quality Decline

The production of eggs In
Prince Edward Island 1s running
at the same rate as’ other years,
reports Mr. F. M. Nash, district
inspector of poultry products. The
demand for the product until just
recently has been quite strong and
eggs have been moving freely to
consuming centres in the Atlan-
tic Provinces,

“The demand for our product
has been the one bright-spot in a
market of falling prices and high
production costs” Mr., Nash
states. ‘“However, this demand
has been slackening and unless
something can be done about it,
we will lose some of our choice
markets for our eggs.

“The eggs being shipped from
the Province are not holding their
quality. Eggs, Grade A today, de-
teriorate to Grade B in as short
a period as one week, The reason
for this is poor flock feeding by
producers with resultant lack of
body to the egg or poor grading
or careless handling of the pro-
duct by operators of grading sta-
tions.

“Whatever it is, those engaged
in the production and marketing
of poultry products have to im-
prove conditions or accept the
loss of markets. There are too
many produced of good quality
for traders to have to accept an
inferfor product.”

Egg prices eased slightly dur-
ing the week and operators of
stations are now quoting produc-
ers for ungraded eggs: AL 31-2,
AM 20, AS 23, B 23, C 18. Deal-~
ers are quoting for the graded
pack delivered: AL 37, AM 35, AS
28, B 28, C 23, and quoting re-
