Scott said.

The only thing that went wrong
in the plans during the actual
fight, Scott said, was that “I re-
ceived a broken vertebra.”

Now a used car salesman in
Dallas, Scott sald he was told to
get out of the fight game because
of the injury.

At the hotel room
Scott added, someone suggested:
“If we knew the outcome, more
money could be made. I said I
didn't think there was enough
money around to be worth any-
thing like that.

“Who said that?” asked Attor-
ney-General John Heiskell.

“Casone,” Scott said. Heiskell
asked what Scott was to get out
of the plan.

“I was to get a cut from the
gate, and one-third of all bets put
down."”
